Suit for Survey Fees; In Court

at Newcastlée; Sent to
Fredericton,
A case of cousiderable interest to the

Jumbermen of the province was tried last |
week at Newcastle before Judge: Gregory |
and a jury. The suit was Parker vs.
Bentley, the claim being for 8700 for sur-
vey fees on lumber. 1In the result the case
was sent up to the N. B. Supreme Court
for a further hearing. |

The defendant Bentley had a contract
with Everitt Parker, a brother of thP{
plaintiff, to get out about 8,000,000 feet
of Jumber in the winter of 1903-4. The|
lumber was brought out and delivered at!
the Miramichi booms, but objection was !
made by Bentley to a suggestion of Everitt |
Parker that the plaintifi should do the|
surveying on the ground of the relation-
ehip between the two men, they being
brothers, and because of an alleged verbal

mill eurvey ae a settlement. Notwith-
standing, the plaintiff made a survey, and
another was made by an agent of Bent-
ley, the defendant.

The boom company in making up their
fees took the plaintiff’'s survey but the
defendant objected that he had nothing to
do with the plaintiff’s survey and that
there was' no agreement to that effect.
The plaintiff then sued the defendant for
the fees of his survey, amounting to $700.

At the trial the plaintiff alleged a con-
tract was made with his brother Parker
that he (the plaintiff) ehould make the
survey for the defendant. This the de-
fendant denied. The plaintiff aleo claim-
ed that even if no contract existed the
defendant wae liable under ‘the law, which
specified that the purchaser was respon-
sible for the fees and it was to him (the
defendant) that the boom company looked
for payment. The evidence upon these
points closed the plaintiff's case. :

The defendant, in reply,” moved for a
nonsuit on the ground that he made no |
contract with the plaintiff to make a eur-|
vey and that he (the defendant) was mot |
a purchaser under the law referred to, as|
his contract with Parker was to get out|
the logs for him, and that under this con- |
tract the logs were his from the stmnp.!
The judge expréssed the opinion that the
plaintiff had not made out a case and|
that the defendant was not a purchaser |
within the law. He ordered a mon-suit|
but took the opinion of the jury on two
questions; first as to whether there was!
a contract, and secondly as to whether
the plaintiff had waived a legal survey, |
the survey law I

requiring that all logs|
should be marked otherwise than on the!
bark, which was not done, and the evi-!
dence further showing that only one-fifth
of the logs were surveyed and the re-
mainder averaged, which the defendant)
claimed was illegal.

The jury found in answer to the first
point that there was a contract and to|
-the second that there was a waiver.

The judge therefore ordered the case}
sent to the court en banc at l*‘rederictor\:
with liberty to the plaintiffi to move to[
set agide the mon-suit and to the defen-|
dant to move to eet aside the answers to |
the questions; the court to be at liberty
to enter judgment for the plaintiff for
the amount claimed if it was found that|
the nonsuit was wrong. !
