* “Montreal, June 13—A London Canadian
{Assogiated Press cable says:

Today Winston Churchill introduced in
the house of commons the British North
American Act of 1907, containing the es-
gential portions o’ the resolutions of the
Ottawa conference of last autumn. The
new scale of federal subsidies is confirm-
ed, but the words “final and unalterable”
are omitted because no act of the Brit-

fsh parliament is final.  There was no op-
position and the bill passed the first read-
ing.

Premier McBride, of British Columbia,

had many interviews with the colonial of-
fice about the inadequacy of his grant.
Mr. McBride made a great impression and
was complimented by Mr. Churchill and
Rt. Hon. Alfred Lyttleton, but the auth-
orities declined to interfere with the sub-
stance of the Ottawa conference and do;
minion parliament resolutions. They, how-
ever, declined to lay down a rule that the
opinion of the federal government of Can-
ada was mecessarily final.

Attorney-Generals Foy of Ontario,Camp-
bell of Manitoba, and Premier McBride
were in the gallery during the debate.
Mr. Churchill read a letter from Hon. W.
§. Fielding urging the immediate passage
of the bill. The house greeted the speech
with cheers. .

BRITISH MAILS AT
SYONEY YESTERDAY

Taken trom Victorian in Space of An
Hour

Sent on Fast Specials to Desti-
nation -- Fourteen Passengers
Landed, Including Dr. Jas. R.
Inch of Fredericton.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Halifax, June 13.—With weather that
was ideal the Allan liner Victorian landed
her mails at North Sydney today. Over
twelve hundred passengers were on board.
At ten minutes to 11 o’clock the Mont-
calm cast off her lines at North Sydney
and lay to about six end a half miles off
Low Point. At 11.30 the Marconi opera-
tor spoke to the Victotian, which report-
ed some twenty miles off, she loomed up
in the distance off Flint Island at 1
o'clock. .

The moment the liner’s bow was headed
seaward Captain Bellanger deverly sent
the ‘Montcalm alongside the Victorian and
at 2.25 o'clock the plaiform was lowered
from the Victorian on to the deck of the
government steamer. The work of trans-
ferring , the mails, which was the largest
bag mail ever landed in Nova Scotia, bar-
ring Christmas, took exactly one hour, in-
cluding the handling of baggage and de-
barkation of fourteen passengers.

Total amount of mail matter taken on
board was 885 bags and 228 baskets. Out
of this amount fifteen were for Nova Sco-
tia, 32 for New Brunewick, five for P. E.
Island, and twenty-five for Newfoundland.

Dr. Philip Cox of Chatham to Chair of
Natural History and Geology

Fredericton, N. B., June 13—The univer-
sity senate, at a meeting lrere this after-
noon, filled two vacancies on the staff,
caused by the resignation’ of Dr. Bailey
and Prof. Salmon, and appointed a profes-
sor in chemistry. Dr. Bailey's successor
in the chair of*natural history and geology
is Dr. Philip Cox, principal of the Chat-
ham Grammar school, one of the most ex-
perienced and most widely known educa-
tionists in the province, i

He is a native of Maugerville, Sunbury
county, and graduated from the university
in 1871. He received the degree of bache-
lor of science from his alma mater in
1890 and that of Ph. D. in 1884, Dr. Cox
served as inspector of schools for several
years, and has had a large experience as a
teacher. He is familiar with the, geology
of the province, and is recognized as a
most industrious and enthusiastic worker
in the cause of education. He formerly
taught in St. Jobn.

Prof. Salmon’s successor in the chair of
physics and electrical engineering is
B. Cartmel, who lately completed a post-

‘| graduate course at Harvard. He is a na-

tive of Greenwich (Eng.), and received his
carly education there, afterwards complet-
ing a course at Case School of Applied
Science, Cleveland (0.) He was gelected
‘from s large number of applicants.

L. W. Carson, of London (Ont.), was
appointed to the chair of chemistry. He
is a graduate of Toronto University, and
holds the degree of Ph. D. from the Uni-
versity of Chicago, where he for a time
acted as assistant instructor in chemistry.
His list of testimonials included one from
Prof. Alex. Smith, of Chicago University,
who speaks of him in the very highest
terms. Prof. Smith says of him that he is
one of the three best students he ever had
in chemistry all the time he was director
of that department,

The University of New Brunswick staff
now consists of seven instructors, in addi-
tion to the chancellor, and when the in-
creased endowment is received from the
government it is proposed to add a pro-
fessor of forestry and an assistant profes-
sor of engineering. i

At this morning’s session Professors
Raymond, Perrot, Geogegan and Macdon-
ald had their salaries increased, and Prof.
Macdonald withdrew his resignation.

Halifax, June 13—A strong delegation
of business men from along the south-
western shore of Nova Scotia came to
Halifax tonight and met the ‘board of
trade. They came with the statement
that they were in favor of the continu-
ance of the subsidy from the Nova Scotia
government to the steamer Senlac and
they asked the assistance of the board in
urging on the local government that this
be continued.

Speeches were made by representatives
from the ports on the shore who claimed
that the continuance of the boat on the
route was essential to their trade inter-
ests and that the wsubsidy was necessary
to maintain the service.

The Halifax men on the other hand
were unanimous in saying that as a board
they opuld not request the government to
continue the subsidy because when they
had asked the comstruction of & railway
the government policy had been distinctly
stated and accepted that no eubsidy to a
line competing with the railway largely
built by government aid could be granted.
At the same time the Halifax men were
fully prepared if the Senlac were taken
off to put on a boat themselves, running
to St. John, without any subsidy from
either Nova Scotia or New Brunswick,
provided the dominion subsidy were con-
tinued. They were still ready to put on
such a boat costing probably half that of
the present steamer.

The meeting, however, agreed that the
merchants individually might go with the
south shore delegation to the government
to urge that the Senlac be continued and
half a dozen of those present volunteered
their services in such co-operation. They

Philadelphia Broker Acted Pari of Heroin Thomas:
' W.’s Book Disastrously

sold Thousands of Shares of Stock Short and Couldn’t Put

New York, June 13—The insolvency of
Arthur K. Appleyard, of Boston and Buf-
falo, the broker who sold 6,00 shares of
United Gas Improvement stock on the
Philadelphia &tock exchange yesterday,
causing a slump of three points in the
stock, was announced at. the opening of
the exchange in that city today. Margins
were called” for and Appleyard was un-
able to cover the amount of the sales. U.
G-. I. opened at 91 1-2, nearly three points
above yesterday’s closing and then ad-
vanced to 92.

Appleyard is said to have tried to carry
out the system expounded by Thomas W.
Laweon in his novel, Friday, the Thir-
teenth. In the novel the hero hammered
down a stock until all the other brokers
became bears. Then he bought back the
stock. The scheme worked all right in
the novel and Lawson’s hero made mil-
lions in the last chapter.

Appleyard, after selling between 14,000
and 15,000 shaves of U. G. I. yesterday
at prices varying from 911-2 to 88 1-4,was
unexpectedly called on for margins. This
did not happen in the Lawson movel and
was quite unforeseen by Appleyard. The
result was that he was unable to make
good and he was forced to the wall.

American Comment on “All-Red
Line.”

The Sun today, in commenting editor-
ially upon “the all-Red line,” says:

“There is a possibility of the establish-
ment within a few years of a British mail
service which will carry a letter around
the .world in about forty-five days. The
installation of what is called the All-Red
Line from England to Australia and the
east, by way of Canada, is a matter to
which careful consideration is given by
England and her colonies. Lord Strath-
cona is one of the leaders in this excel-
lent enterprise.

“The project was fully discussed by the
representatives of the colonies at the re-
cent conference in London and the dele-
gates from Canada, Australia and New
Zealand, the countries most directly af-
fected, expressed hearty approval of the
schemo and general conviction that their
respective governments would make lib-
eral appropriations in subsidy of such a
route. The plan involves a line of twenty-
five knot vessels from England to Canada,
a fast train service. to the Pacific coast,
and eighteen knot steamers thence to New
Zealand, Australia, China and Japan. The
time required for mail despatch by such
a route from England to Australia is es-
timated at twenty days. The distance by
such a route is approximately 13,000 miles.
To cover it in the estimated time an aver-
age ‘daily run of 650 miles must be main-
tained. While such a rate of speed for
so long a time is_not a mechanical im-
possibility, it' is a huge proposition even
in these days of quick time and long dis-
tance.

“It is believed that an annual subsidy
of about $3,000,000 would maintain such a
route, and it is proposed that the appro-
priation shall be divided between England,
(Canada, Australia and New Zealand.

“Down at the bottom of the project
there lies the important and probably de-
termining question whether all or any of
the governments interested would realize
a profit on their investment or even ‘get
their seed back. As a display of busi-
ness enterprise it is ‘ahead of anything
that we are doing along that line.”

Dundonald At It Again,

The London Daily Mail today publishes
an interview with the Earl of Dundonald

in which he shows great bitterness against
the Canadian government, and says he was
“turned out of the Canadian militia for
callng  attention to political corruption
in the appointment of officers.”

The Mail says: ‘‘The news of the re-
tirement of Lieutenant (teneral the Earl of
Dundonald, has caused no little sensation
in army circles. He is the distinguished
sq[dner who commanded the Canadian mil-
itia from 1902 to 1904. His mounted force
was the first to enter Ladysmith in the
Boer war. One quarter of his men were
killed or wounded.”

A Mail representative asked him the
reason for his sudden retirement.

“Why have 1 retired?” he answered.
“Well, I have not retired voluntarily from
the army, in which 1 have served since
1 was a boy of seventeen. I have not re-
tired because of old age, for I have still
thirteen years before the age clause will
affect’ me. I have not retired because the
promotion board did not think me worthy
of promotion, for I was promoted last
year.

*“I retired simply becauge the British au-
thorities offered me no employment since
I was turned out. Yes, I prefer the words
‘turned out’ from the Canadian militia for
calling attention to political corruption in
the appointment of officers, corruption
that if not protested against by some oune
would be bound to destroy the efficiency
of that fine body of men, for L consider
that unfairness and favoritism are bound
to destroy the efficiency and take “the
heart out of any military force.”

Asked if he proposed to enter on a poli-
tical career, Lord Dundonald said: “I do
not intend to sit down and do nothing.”

Kaiser Disgraces and Banishes L
COousin.

The London Express today prints the
following despatch from ite Paris corres-
pondent:

“I am,informed by a personage closely
connected with the German court that the
Kaiser has personally degraded his cousin,
Prince Frederick Henry of Prussia—ex-
pelled him from the court and army, and
banished him from Germany. The Kaiser
dictated this severe puniehment on re-
ceiving substantiated information that the
Prince was addicted to certain practices of
a perverse character.

“The prince is the eldest son of the late
Prince Albrecht, regent of Brunswick,and
owing to his near relationship to the Kais-
er occupied a prominent position in the
German court. He entered the army ab
the age of 28 and became colonel of the
First Brandenburg Dragoon Guards.

“When the Kaiser ascertained the na-
ture of the charges he summoned his
young cousin to the palace and in the pres-
ence of several members of the imperial
family and a group of high army officers
personally performed the ceremony of de-
gradation. He tore the orders and decor-
adions from the prince’s breast and sound-
ly boked his ears. The prince, in tears,
left the palace without a word, drove hur-
riedly to his own residence and left Ber-
lin the same evening for Egypt. He is
now said to be living in a remote spot on
the Khedive’s dominions. The Kaiser has
ordered that his name be never again men-
tioned in his hearing. The police have re-
ceived instructions to expel him from the
country if he attempts to return.

Shortly before his disgrace the 'prince
was appointed grand master of the
Knightly Order of St. John. The appoint-
ment has been cancelled by an imperial
decree. The prince s now 33 years old.
He inherited a fortune of approximately:;
$7,500,000 from bis father, in addition taw
extensive estates and a magnificent palacey

in Wilhelm Strasee, Berlin.”
