An Act to make Durham the chef-lieu of the District
of Beauharnois.

W HEREAS by the Act passed in the twentieth year of Her Majes- Preamble.
ty's Reign intituled " An Act to amend the Judicature Acts of 20 viet. c. 44

Lower Canada," the chef-lieu or place at which the sittings of the cited.
Superior Court for the District of Beauharnois are to be held, is fixed

5 at the Village of Beauharnois: And whereas the said Village of Beau-
harnois, owing to its being situate near the north eastern extremity of
the said District, and distant, and difficult of access from many parts of
the said District, is unsuited to be the chef-lieu of the said District: And
whereas the Village of Durhan in the parish of St. Malachi d'Ormstown

10 being situate near the centre of the said District, is the most suitable
place to be the chef-lieu of the said District: Therefore Her Majesty,
&c., enacts as follows:
