This rule applies generally to all the Indian

Agencies, and no exception can be made thereto,

Such articles as turkey,pig's head,ham,sausages, lard,

suet, finnen haddie are classes and can not be

allowed to appear in the public accounts as supplied to

irdian Agents and other employees.
