My nest word wait be one also of thanks— very deep and heartfelt 
thanks— to the Prime Minister for honouring title banquet with his 
presence, and for the inspiring address he has delivered in proposing 
the toast to the Comneneealth. The presence of the Prime Minister at 
any time would have made the occasion a memorable one) doubly signifi­
cant in virtue of the theme to which he has addressed himself. To-night, 
however, Mr. Baldwin's preeeoee, and his words, have had an impressive­
ness whioh are all their own. As we saw him rise, as we listened to 
what he said of the groat experiment of aspire, as we watched him 
resume hie seat, ee were conscious of much more than his Innate modesty 
and quiet dignity, the simple directness of his words, and the nobility 
of his thoughts— to all of these we have long become accustomed. We 
knew that we were witnessing one of these moments In a great career 
when all that has contributed to its greatness— character, courage, 
vision, wisdom, service, saerlfioe— were finding expression in utterances 
which would become e pert of our literature and of our history.

Hia Services to the State

We have just listened to what stay be one of the lest, if not the 
last, of the speeches which Mr. Baldwin may deliver before asking Hie 
Majeety to permit him to he relieved of the effloe of Prime Minister. 
Recalling this faet, it is difficult to refrain from speaking at length 
of Mr. Baldwin's services to the 3tete in the high office he has held, 
with so true an appreciation of the prehlema of the people, and so 
great fidelity to the highest to tercets of the Crown.
