'I‘I:ec.I streets
are decarated, the public buildings are
electrically illuminated, every shop
window is gay according to the taste
and ability of the proprietor, and every-
where the patriotic significance of the
celebration is indicated by the nation-
al flags and red, white and blue bunt-
ing. . The whole population has en-
tered with enthusiasm into the cele-
bration, and many of the finer residen-
tial streets are as handsomely decor-
ated as the highways of commerce and
