The annual report of the Secretary for Agricul-
ture for Nova Scotia has been received. The report
contains about two hundred and four pages, and
consists of reports that seem to embrace every de-
partment of agriculture in that province, includin
the reports of agricultural societies from the vari-
ous counties, ana a full report of the Provingial
Agricultural and Industrial exhibition, held at
Truro in September.  Also, complete list of the
awards made.

A concise and interesting report is that of Onta-
rio’s exhibit at the Centennial Exposition of the
Ohio Valley and Central States, bf‘ the commis-
sioner, Hon. T. W. Anglin. The ex 1ibit was com-
posed of gold, silver, copper, nickel, iron, lead,
zine, mica, gypsum, barytra, phosphate of lime,
terra cotta, hvdraulic cement, marble, granite,
building stone, &ec., &e. Mr. Anglin reports a keen
interest taken in our ore and other products, and
thinks the exhibit will be the means of opening up
a trade in many kinds of ores. The iron ores, espe-
cially, were the subject of much attention and en-
quiry, and but for the duty barrier a good trade
would be done with our neighbors in finer grades of
this mineral.

Prof. William Saunders, of the Centrai Experi-
mental Farm, Ottawa. not withstanding his arduous
duties as director of the experimental farms of the
Dominion, has found time to issue a second edition
of his valuable work, entitled, ** Insects Injurious
to Fruits.” Those of our people who enjoy the per-
sonal®acquaintance of Prof. Saunders, will not re-
quire to be told of his abilities to impart informa-
tion on that subject, The work is dedicated to the
Fruit Growers of America, with an earnest hope
that it may be of practical use to them in the war-
fare with destructive insects, in which they are
constantly engaged. The Professor is a prominent
member both of the “Fruit Growers’ Association,
of Ontario,” and the ** Entomological Society of
Ontario,” being the secretary-treasurer of the lat-
ter. Having been over twenty years a student of
the subject of entomology, and a practical fruit
grower as well, he now gives the public the benefit
thereof in plain, concise terms, avoiding all scienti-
fic terms as far as practicable.

The twentieth annual report of the Fruit Grow-
ers’ Association of Ontario has just been issued. It
contains a voluminous report of the winter meeting,
held at Ottawa on Wednesday and Thursday,
February #th and 9th, and the summer meeting,
held in Shire Hall, Picton, on Wednesday and
Thursday, July 11th and 12th, 188X Also, the an-
nual business meeting and election of ofticers for
1889, held in the Court House, Hamilton, on Tues.
day. February 19th, at & p. m.; the ad dress of wel-
come, by Mavor Deram, and the reply of President
Allan; also the very interesting address of the
president on the following morning.  This associa-
tion is of great benefit to the country dissemi-
nating knowledge on  fruit-growing and kindred
subjects. Mr. A, MeD. Allan (of whom an excel-
Jent portrait is given as i frontispicee) was elected
president again, this being his  third consecutive
term of office. He is a man well qua iticd for the
position, being well versed in, and fully alive to,
the interests of Canadian frult-growers, bhoth com-
mercially and in production: and he is ably sup-

purted by competeut otlicers aud directors.
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
