Does 
anybody believe that birds of the air go about- 
begging for nests ? that foxes ever die for want 
of holes ? or that foundling asylums and homes 
for indigent females could be found in the fo­
rest communities of animals, if we searched 
ever so closely and understood ever so exactly 
ths secret of their ways P Do you have any 
trouble about a falling off in the statistics of re­
production ? And baa there ever been a Mal­
thusian among them who thought the population 
too great for the supporting capacity of the 
earth P We are of more value than sparroes, 
and it is certain that at least as good provision 
of room, and work, and food must have been 
made for us as for them ; if we do not find and 
accept ours as readily as they do theirs, it must 
be our own fault.

It cannot be that the element of unhappiness 
and failure which escaped from Pandora's b- x 
Was a soul ; that simply because we are raised 
by that immortal p laaeaeion above all other 
animals, we must of necessity crowd, stumble 
and blunder, and go hungry and naked, while 
they are clothed and fed and content.

Cooked Food for Animals.
It has sometimes been urged that although 

the animal eats less and for a time thrives bet­
ter upon cooked food, yet its tendency ia to 
weaken the stamina of the system and produce 
premature decay. We have been able to test 
this theory fairly, and can now shew as the re­
sult, cows and horses which have been fed every 
winter upon cooked food for eleven years, and 
so far from showing any ill effects of this way of 
feeding, the cowa have never been sick and are 
are now in fine condition and heart, and the 
horses able to do good work,although sixteen and 
seventeen years old. We have raised many 
colts from weaniug age to five years, and never 
•aw any want of etamina. The effect of cooked 
too I upou horses with a cough or a sudden cold 
is very remarkable, almost uniformly producing 
a cure in a few days. It will cure incipient 
heaves, correct coativeness, and materially im­
prove a founder. In fact, cur animtla have 
been more uniformly healthy since feeding them 
upon cooked food. But it it true that sheep and 
other animals fattened rapidly upon steamed 
food will be softer in flesh than if fattened more 
•lowly upon uncooked food. Yet this would 
naturally be expected. Grass grown rapidly up. 
on very rich land is not so solid si that grown 
slowly upon poorer land j but who would preler 
the poorer land in consequence P Just before 
■aimais are ready for the butchers it it well to 
feed them a few days upon dry uncooked food, 
which will correct this softness of flash.

The cat hay, straw tad hay, or other cut 
feed ia moistened with a large watering pot 
(if done by hand) at the rate, of at least, two 
gallons of water to five bushels of feed, while it 
is being stirred up with e fork, then if bran, meal 
or other feed ia used with it, it should be sifted 
on and mixed evenly. Two quarts of bran to 
She bushel of draw will render wheat, barley, 
oat and pea strew equal to good timothy hay. 
A little salt should be added, which will be per­
fectly diffused through the mass. The feed must 
el ways be moistened before stemming, for steam 
will not oock dry hay or straw, but only dry it 
more. Moisture is required to absorb the steam.
