Shortly after dark they set 
out for home. Some young men who lived up 
the river, and among the rest Charles, son of 
George Flewelling, skated down the river a 
few miles in company with some girls of the 
party, Charles going with two Of the girls half 
a mile further down than the rest, to their own 
lauding. He declined going to the house with 
ti.ei.1, said he must go home, and bade them 
•good night." Tnis was the last seen of him. 
He is, no doubt, drowned. No enquiry was
made for him until the following afternoon.__
The night was light, and other skaters were on 
the ice. The mystery is increased by the al­
most impossibility of his getting through the 
ice, his road home lying all the way along the 
shore, and the night being so fine aiid still that 
a shout could be heard, especially by others on 
the lee, for a long (listener. There is not the 
slightest clue to his tale. The bottom cf the 
river lias been carefully searched in several 
places, but in vain. Sad as it would be if his 
body were f ound, the uncertainty seems to make 
it siill more saddening.—Si. John Telegraph.

Crushed to Death in the Woods.—An 
old man named Patrick Walsh, employed as a 
cook in a lumber camp, at Eel River, Resti- 
gouche County, N. B., while engaged cutting 
flown a tree for camp wood, on the 4th inst., it 
fell oil him, smashing his head and breaking his 
anil. There was no one present when the acci­
dent occurred, but when discovered life was 
extinct, and it is supposed he was killed instant­
ly. He was about fifty-five or sixty years of 
age, and is said to have a wife and family some­
where in the province.

Extensive Fire at Petituodiac.—We 
learn by a special telegram to this paper that 
about 5 o’clock yesterday morning the store of 
Messrs. Keith & Price, and Hayward’s Hotel 
at Petitcodiac-were consumed by fire.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

Distressing Occurrence.—The Summer- 
side, P. E. Island, Prourat reports that on the 
12th inst the house of Mr. John Crawford, of 
West Point, was destroyed by fire, and, sad to 
relate, his wife and three youngest children, a 
boy and two girls, and also a foolish boy, a 
nt phew of Mrs. Crawford, who lived with the 
family, perished in the flames. The cause of 
(he fire nae not been ascertained. The remains 
of the family were gathered up and being put 
into two coffins were followed to the grave by a 
large number of people. Mr. Crawford made 
every effort in his power to save his family, bnt 
without avail.

P. E. I. Exports.—Prince Edward Island 
shipped off last year 1,652,952 bushels of oats, 
581,687 bushels of potatoes : of barley, 5,651 
bushels ; and of turnips, 88,872 bushels. It is 
stated too, that though her exports this fall were 
larger than last fall, her farmers never before 
held over such a large quantity of the produc­
tions of the soil for spring shipment. The ex­
ports of butter, eggs, fish and pork and lard, 
amonnted dnring last year, respectively, to the 
sums: —$21,000, $51,000, $171,500, and $182,- 
650. This is in the article of butter for the 
last ten years—an increase of over 800 per cent ; 
in eggs, 600 per cent ; and in pork, 530 per 
cent. Twenty years ago the Island exported 
only 62 barrels of pork ; to day it is one of her 
principal exports.
