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HOTELS AND “TEMPERANCE”™ DRINKS.

The Ontario has been greatly gurprised to
learn of the sweepmg nature 'of the*monopoly
that the promoters of the bylaw proposed, at
Monday - night’s council meeting, to rgrant to
our standard hotels. _If this bylaw, as it
stood, had been passed, it would be illegal for
ice-cream parlors, confectionary stores or any
other places of business in the city to sell so-
da-water, ginger ale or even léemonade or but-
termilk, -and the standard hotels would have
the exclusive right to’ deal in . these drinks.
Surely any such proposal cOomes very mear to
the height of absurdity.

A glance at the following clause will show
how unlimited in its nature was the restriction
that those backing the bylaw had planned,~

. “The Municipal Council ' of the Corpora-
tion of the City of; Belleville enacts as follows,:’
That the keepers of Standard Hotels shall have
the exclusive right of m-seliing ‘in the munici-
pality of the City of Bellevﬂle" any and all oth-

That is to say he cannot change the prices of
meals and of rooms to correspond with the
ﬂuctuations in the prices of commodlties. He

,therefore suffers and often leses.

. In view of these facts and eons:derations,
we ¢an see a reasonable justiﬂcation for. the
modest special privilege of the exclusive right!
of retailing malted ‘and alcoholic temperance
beverages. But to “extend this monopoly to “gll
othér temperance beverages” is_a proposal §o
ndieulous that the weonder is that it could

have been seriously entertained by five out of
six of the members present at Monday nlght’
couneil meeting.
