WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. 8—With
total’ resources ,of $450.19 per capita of
population, the banking institutions of
the eastern or middle Atlantié States
lead the country. The New England
States come next with $433.60 per capi-
ta; the Pacific States are third with
$347.78; the Middle Westefn  fourth
with $190.64; the Far Western fifth with
$16.13, thé Southern sixth with $17.19,
and the Islands possessions tail off
with $6.22 per capita.

The United States as a whole shows
banking resources per capita or $237.24
but with the islands possessions inclu-
ded, the rate is lowered to $213.37.
