TGAST—Melt two tablespoonfuls buttler,
add two tablespounfuls flour and stir un-
iil well prended; thén pour on gradually,
while stirring constantly, one and one-
half cups stewed and strained tomatoes,
t6 wlich has been added one-fourth tea-
spoor soda. Put In double boiler and
add one-haif cup rich mlik.

Rubb the yolks of the
eggs through a sievo aud sprinxle over
the top.

Mash the
yolks fine, adding one teaspoonful of but-
ter, haif a cup of bread crumbs slightly
moistened with milk (three tablespoo-
€ulg), one teaspronful of finely minced
warsclv or scraped onion, one -half tea-
spocnful of salt and one-half salt spoon
£ pepper. Il the halves firmly with
this mixture, press two together and
serve In hot tomato sauce. Garnish with
vareley.
