Entomologist, and Farmers on Four 
Days Trip Through Valley

ANNAPOLIS ROYAL, August 18.- 
^teresting feature of the Entomolog- 

Departments of Annapolis Royal 
and Woifviile is the organization of an annual field day, when the entomofo! 
g»ts, accompanied by farmers from 
various districts, will visit different or­
chards to study the effect of duets, 
sprays and other treatments.

of 1924. A report issued by the fruit 1 
branch of the Agricultural Department 
governing the situation throughout the 
Dominion as on August 1, gives the fob 
lowing estimated figures for commercial 
apple production in the various Prov­
inces of Canada:

New Brunswick, 51,969 barrels.
Nova Scotia, 1,018,661 barrels.
Quebec, 44,000 barrels.
Ontario, 821,771 barrels.
British Columbia 1,981350 boxes.
The estimates for each Province, 

with toe exception of Ontario, show a 
decrease from the 1924 yield.

The change in crop conditions from 
indications for an increased yield to a 
forecast showing a decrease, is caused, 
it is explained, by the heavy drop ex­
perienced in Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick and a further slight reduction 
reported from Quebec and British Col­
umbia. The total commercial apple 
crop for British Columbia is now esti­
mated at 85 per cent, or 1,981,350 boxes 
compared with the 1924 yield of 2,331.- 
000 boxes. The Nova Scotia crop is 
estimated at 1318,661 barrels which is 
but 89 per cent, of the 1924
