Mr. Atkinson, of Boeston, recently
sently seont a cask of maize fodder
and a casc of rye to Professor
Veelcker, the well-know agricultural
chemist of England, with the view
of showing the sort of ensilage pre-
pared in America. Having analyzed
the snmnlea. the Professor reported
the maise fodder to be perfectly
sound and the rye very - slightly
mouldy ; but beth wer¢ wholesome
food for cattle. A little cotton-
seed meal baviug been added to the
fodder it wae given to cows on an
experimental farm. Thexg took to

the eusilage at once, and ovidently.

enjoyed it. With careful manage-
ment, Mr. Atkinson calculates that
four cows can be mained in good
condltlon to one acre of ensilage.-
—Oa the occasion of a great feast
given by Alexandoer I Russia
somo years ago, tables were provid-
ed, each capable of seating 30,000
people or soy fountains were run-
pieg with Crimean wine; immense
tanks ‘were filled with kvass; and
shoep and oxen were rossted whole
before huge boufires.
