To carry
on the business without a knowledge
of the average production of the
flock, is the greatest fo'ly. This is
not a matter to be laughed at or
neglected, but beyond is ano'her
and still more important matter. It
is t>» koow the production of indi-
viduals. =~ Ifit costs 75 cents a year
to keep a hen, is it of no account
whether she pays a profit, or is a
bill of expense? The fact is, we
are not real'zing as we ought, be-
ceuse thera are hens that dono re-
turn enoagh to pay their keeping.
The total prodanction of the Hock
does not tell the story of individual
merit. There must ba a weedinz
out of the poorer omes. DBtter by
far reduce the flock to 50 and secure
an ave'aga cf 120 eggs, than to keep
50 - more that- 6o not pay the-feed
bill, and simply load the remainder.
Even though the average be above!
the cost line, there is need of weed- |
ing out the poorer ones, that in the,
saving of food there may bs greater |
profit. It is in the study of indi-,
vidual merit that the most is to be
realized in the year beforeuws. It!
is by getting rid of the poorer bens |
that one makes money in the busi-|
pess. This is not a diflicult task. '
A little' watchfulness will sooa tell
the story of merit, and the saving
will pay for time and trouble.
There must be a difference in indi-
vidual worth, and eo lopg as this
exists the bast shovll be selected.
A little watchfulness will very soon
enable one to measure the refase
from the table, and koow what to
add to complete the ration.

RUBBING DRY.

Tue good results from such work are
many and various. Thereis no be -
ter way to remove all dirt from the
hair than whan 1t is loosengd up ' y
the moisture. A thorough rubbing
when the skin and coat are damp is
worth half a dozen of the kind of
groomings that horses usual get
with the curry-zomb and brush, It
wil also pre.ent that bharshcess of
the hair which follows when the swest
is lefc to dry upon the animal, In
the matter of preventing col | a good
rubbing at this season ot the year,
when horses have been heated up to
the sweating point, will more than
repay for the time aud trouble that it
requires. It also has a good effect
upoa tne beal h aud general condi-
tion of the horses to give them this
attention. The Ilabor or exercise
that causes the horses Lo perspire
must necessarily be of a wearing
nature, and the rclaxing effect upon
the nervous system of a thorough
rubbing will produce good resalts.
I'he legs of a horss shovld not only
be rubbed dry with a rag, but the
haods should be used freely over the
wuscles and tendons, which prevent
soreness. Tne farmers’ horses are
entitled to as good treatment in
every way as those which are used
upon the race tracks, aad the gwaer
of running ard troiting horses woul l
about as soon th'nk of letting their
horses go without feed or water as
without a thorough rubbing afier
each lime they are warmed up.

PLANTING TREES.

The trecs being snuogly heeled-in,
do not p'ant untl the weather is
setil:d, especially until the long
wind storms are over. [hese winds
arc dangerous and shrivel up the
bark and destroy the verdure of the
buds, which the roots cannot yet
sapply with moisture. If the trees
come to hand eaily this spriog, it is
best to heel them in until the weather
gets warm. If trees afier a long
jsarney in warm weather are fouud.
to have buds started and the bark
shriveled, trim them back, and cut
each branch back to a souand, dor-
mant bud. Toen dig a trench in
~uitable soil, and lay in the trces
onc by one, taking care that in fiI'-
ing in every part of the snriveled
bark is in contact with the wmoist
soil. Corer all com;lately, rout
and branch, taking care that the
lahels are properiy preserved. Wh.n
th2 trees are taken tp 2t the end cf
a week or more, the bark willle
found complat 1y restored. Examii e
the roots and prupe the mutilat«d
ones with a smooth cut. DP:une the
tops into proper sbape. Some
nurseries give a lirge head. while
others cut trees into shape wh 12 yet
in the nursery rowe. A covering of
finely divided, light so’l over the
roots is a great benefit Lo newly-
planted trees.—American Agricul-
turist.

FEEDING GRAIN TO HORSES.
