HAMILTON MAN.

SENTENCED TO FOUR AND A
HALF YEARS IN SING-SING.

New York, Nov. 12.—(Special) —Wil-
liam Downing, & young man who said
hy was an iron worker and had never
becn convicted of a érime before, born
in Hamilton, Ontario, where he had last
been employed till eight months ago, in
the Westinghouse Electric Works, was
givea a severe sentence yesterday
Judge Rohalsky in Part vne of the Court
of General Sessions for illegal voting.
I'he Judge sentenced him to not more

then four years and six months in Sing |

Sing prison for voting, once under the
name of William Downing, of 18 Chat-
ham square, and soon after voting un
dor the name of Martin Hadin, in the
sixth election district of the first assem-
bly district. He said he had been drink-
ing to excess on election day, and a
friend, Martin Hadin, had agked him to
go over and vote for him.

Judge Rosalsky was satisfied that
Downing was a simple ordinary repeater
and that he had been hired to vote il
legally by some one “higher up,” and
had undoubtedly voted many times be-
fore finally arrested. He offered a very
light sentence to Downing if he would
confess to how many times he actually
voted and disclose  the sum of money
which he received and who the leader
was who paid him and employed him to
do the repeating. Downing seemed to
have plenty of money, and he had an
attorney, who endeavored to move the
court to deal lemiently with the accused,
but the judge would not relax unless he
got a full confession as to the man high-
er up.
