Mr. Farrow moved for an order show- 
ing the amount of money sent by post of- 
fice orders to Great Britain and Ireland 
and the United States during the year 
1880 and the cost of the same. He quot- 
ed figures to show that it cost twice as 
much to send a given sum to England as 
to the States. Carried.

Mr. Anglin moved the order of the 
House for reiurn of the names of persons 
to whom was paid the sum of $23,931, 
given in page 18 of the report of the 
Minister of Railways for the year ending 
June 30th, 1880, as the total sum paid 
for u Construction of Railway, Old Ac- 

counts.
Various private members made motions 

for papers which occupied the time till 
6oclock, when the House adjourned.

Before adjourning Sir S. L. Tilley in 
reply to Cartwright said the estimates 
would be brought down to-morrow, and 
the budget speech to be made on Friday.

TUESDAY, Feb. 15.
Shortly after the opening the members 

were summoned to the Senate, where His 
Excellency gave his assent to the Pacific 
Railway Contract Bill.

Sir Leonard Tilley brought down a mesage 
transmitting the estimates and supplement- 
ary estimates.

Sir A. J. Smith introduced a bill to pro- 
vide for harbor improvements at Moncton.

In reply to Mr. Langevin, Sir A. J 
Smith said the bill would provide for the 
construction of a wet dock for the safety of 
vessels.

Mr. Mousseau moved the third reading of 
the Inspection Act of 1874 on smoked her- 
rings.

Mr. Gillmor said the Government had 
never yet forced inspection on smoked her- 
rings. Notwithstanding the act was in force 
last year he(Gillmor) had been assured by 
the Minister of Inland Revenue that the in- 
, ection would not be enforced, unless the 
municipality where the fishery was were in 
favor of it. This year he learned it was to 
be enforced. The smoked herring export- 
ed from New Brunswick was over 5,000,000 
lbs., 95 per cent, of which went from 
Charlotte to the United States. The in- 
spection would entail a heavy burden on the 
fisheries even at half a cent per box, the 
boxes being small and some 750,000 in 
number. He moved, seconded by Mr. 
Anglin, an amendment to refer the bill back 
to the committee, to provide that inspection 
shall be in no case compulsory.

Mr. Anglin said to render inspection of 
the slightest value would entail enormous 
trouble on the people putting up fish. In- 
spection would serve no good purpose, but 
be merely vexations, annoying and harass- 

ing.
After another discussion the amendment 

was negatived—Yeas 42, nays 113. The 
Bill then passed.

The Bill to amend the Patent Act was 
read a second time.

Mr. Boultbee moved the second reading 
of the bill to amend the Canada Temperance 
Act. The principle of the bill is that a full 
majority of all the registered electors instead 
of a majority of the electors voting shall be 
necessary to bring the Act into force.

The discussion lasted from before recess 
until after midnight, when a vote was taken 
on a motion by Mr. Ogden to give the Bill 
a six months hoist, which was carried— 
Yeas 82, nays 54.

WEDNESDAY, Feb. 17.
In reply to Mr. Blake Sir S. L. Tilley 

said there was no correspondence with the 
Imperial Government on the subject of 
Irish or other immigration to this country.

Mr. Weldon moved the order of the 
House for the contract between the Gov- 
ernment and Dennis Coholan dated Jan- 
uary, 1877, for dredging the deep water 
terminus of the Intercolonial Railway, St. 
John.-

Mr. Anglin regretted that Sir Chas.

In this case Coholan 
had no notice of the cancellation tiil ten- 
ders were called for to relet it.

Mr. Weldon moved the order or the 
House for a return of the number of men 
who have withdrawn, left, been discharged 
or struck of the rolls in the different bat- 
talions of volenteers in the Province of 
New Brunswick during the years 1878-‘79- 
‘80. Carried.

Mr. Weldon moved the order of the 
House for a return of the accounts of stock 
taken at the stores or shops of the Inter- 
colonial Railway at Moncton during the 
years 1879 and 1880.

Sir S. L. Tilley said he would reply at a 
proper time, he hoped to the satisfaction of 
the House.

Patrick Eagan, Treasurer of the Land League, 
telegraphs from Paris to the Irish World that there 
is to be no flinching in the work of the Land League.

A London despatch of Feb. 11th says : Despatches 
from Durban admit a great British defeat. Yester- 
day the Standard gave the following description of 
the fight:—"The enemy were on horseback when 
first seen, but upon shell taking effect among 
them at about fifteen hundred yards distance they 
rode off, and, having dismounted, under cover behind 
the hills opened Ore. From twelve o’clock until 
dusk it was a rifle duel under cover. Our guns from 
time to time took part in it, but the enemy’s fire was 
So severe that it was impossible to work the guns 
continually the men falling almost as soon as they 
stood up, with the sole exception of Lieutenant 
Parsons, who was wounded late in the day. Every 
officer, driver, gunner and horse in the battery, was 
hit. Shortly after the action began the guns were 
completely silenced for an hour. Some of the in- 
fantry then assisted. One piece was thus kept in 
action throughout the day, but it was a dangerous 
duty, as those serving it had to be continually replac- 
ed. The guns were actually whitened all over with 
the marks of the bullets, and for anybod. to stand 
up beside them was certain death. The enemy oc- 
casionally crept up to within two hundred yards of 
the position, but never attempted a rush. The 
greater portion of the fighting was at a distance of 
six or seven hundred yards. The tactics of the Boers 
are described as admirable. They moved from flank 
to flank, opening fire from time to time from unex- 
pected positions. For our men to advance and charge 
at the point of the bayonet was quite impossible, for 
they would all have been shot down before reaching 
the enemy. The fight was one of rifles, where the 
Boers were vastly superior to our troops.”

The deceased 
was 41 years old and has six children.

One day last week a man named Lancet 
Chute, who lived near Bear River, Anna- 
polis, went into the woods with his team to 
cut cordwood. He was away all day, and, 
darkness coming on, his wife became alarm- 
ed and asked the neighbors to search for 
her husband. A party started out and after 
a short search found him lying on the snow 
near his team, quite dead, a tree having 
fallen upon him and crushed him to death. 
The deceased was about 30 years of age.

Wm. Daniels, of Nauwigewauk, K. C, 
was recently killed on the New York and 
New England Railroad. The young man 
was a fireman on one of the engines and at 
a junction of this road his train collided 
with a train on the Old Colony line by 
which accident the engine went over an em- 
bankment and he was instantly killed. His 
neck and three ribs were broken and his 
heart was pierced by a rod of iron of the 
wrecked engine.

On the 31st of January, Parker Baker, 
aged 15, took a gun and went down to the 
shore at Jeddore, Halifax County, N. S, to 
shoot sea birds.

Vessels have had a difficult 
matter to retain their moorings, and in 
some instances they have broken away

DEATH OF MR. CONNELL, M. P.— : 

George H. Connell, Esq., M. P, for Car- 
leton County, died at Ottawa on Wednes 

day, after a few days’ illness. Three

much alarm has been created. Sir R.
