Under the various burdens imposed 
by this unhappy state of affairs, the 
people of England suffered deeply for 
he present, and yet had more dreadful 
ause to fear the future. To augment 
heir misery, a contagious disorder of a 
langerous nature spread through the 
and; and, rendered more virulent by 
-he uncleanness, the indifferent food, 
and the wretched lodging of the lower 
dusses, swept off many whose fate the 
survivors were tempted to envy, as . ex­
empting them from the evils which were 
to come.

Yet amid these accumulated dis­
tresses, the poor as well as the rich, the 
vulgar as well as the noble, in the event 
of a tournament, which was the grand 
spectacle of that age, felt as much in­
terested as the half-starved citizen of 
Madrid, who has not a real left to buy 
provisions for their family, feels in the 
ssue of a bull-fight. Neither duty nor 
infirmity could keep youth or age from 
such exhibitions. The Passage of Anns, 
as it was called, which was to take place 
at Ashby, in the county of Leicester, as 
champions of the first renown were to 
take the field in the presence of Prince 
john himself, who was expected to grace 
die lists, had attracted universal atten­
tion, and an immense confluence of 
tcrs-ms of all ranks hastened upon the 
tp,jointed morning to the place of com­
bat.

The scene was singularly ro­
mantic. On the verge of a wood, which 
approached to within a mile of the town 
of Ashby, was affextensive meadow of 
.he finest and most beautiful green turf, 
surrounded on one side by the forest, 
and fringed on the other by straggling 
oak trees, some of which had grown to 
an immense size. The ground, as if 
fashioned on purpose for the martial 
display which was intended, sloped gra­
dually down on all sides to a level bot- 
om, which was enclosed for the lists 
•vi.h strong palisades, forming a space 
of a quarter of a mile in length, and 
about half as broad. The form of the 
enclosure was an oblong square, save 
that the corners were considerably 
ounded off, in order to afford more

narual game.

On a platform beyond the southern 
entrance, formed by a nutural elevation 
jf the ground, were pitched five magni- 
icent pavilions, adorned with pennons 
jf russet and black, the chosen co:ors 
ji he five knights challeiif ers. The 
:oids of the tents were of the same
