CIATION.

It was decided to have eveny
farmer no matter what caste or creed
that traded in Vegreville join our
family cirele, and as a means to that
end a committee of five was appoint-
ed to arrange for a grand demonstra-
tion, with the assistance of Mr. Snow
of Winnipeg, and -aided by some of
the central officials. so that the asso-
ciation may handle the whole of the
crop in the Vegreville district for the
coming  season without the aid of
middlemen. The meeting is to close
with a supper. Our membership to
date is 115.

Beef and pork came up for discus-
sion this week, which resulted in the
following resolution:

““ Whereas it is apparent that the
farmers of Alberta crannot get a fair
and profitabie price for beef under
the present conditions:

‘““Therefore, be it resolved that the
Vegreville branch of the A. F. A. in
conjunction with other branches of
the association petition the provincial
governmeht to establish and operate
a pork and beéf packing plant, and
that a committee be appointed to
wait on the government. Some of
our members complain of the high
price of lumber and stated wunder
present conditions they could not af-
ford to build suitable barns and
houses. :
