PROTEST AGAINST ARMAMENT..

Austriea’s War-like- Attitude Arouses 
Four Great Powers in Europe.

Constantinople, Dec. 10—It has just- 
been learned from a high authority 
that the Turkish ambassador in Ber­
lin has telegraphed to Tewfik Pasha 
that Prince Von Buelow has informed 
Baron Van Arhrenthal that it is ab­
solutely necessary that he resume ne­
gotiations with Turkey and, if neces­
sary, to make .sacrifices to that end, 
for tlie present state of Europe is 
such that grave events may take 
place at ally moment. Prince Von 
Buelow is said to have authorized 
the Turkish ambassador in Berlin to 
make the communication to his gov­
ernment.

The rumor is current that Russia, 
Great- Britain, France and Italy arc 
exchanging views with the idea of 
common action in Vienna to protest 
against the Austrian armaments. They 
declare that these warlike movements 
are not provoked by Servia and Mon­
tenegro, both of which countries have 
promised to await the decision of an 
European conference.

The cabinet council held last night 
decided that so soon as the Austro- 
Hungarian ambassador resumes pour 
parler he will be informed that Tur­
key intends to negotiate on the basis 
ol a compensation of 150,000,000 
francs, payable at once. In diplomatic 
circles much doubt is ielt regarding 
the possibility of an entente under 
such eonditions.-

AFFLICTED BY SOUL STORMS.

Kaiseh Unable tc Regain Wonted 
Composure.

Berlin, Doe. 10—According to the 
Weekly Satirical Review, imblished 
by Roland Von Berlin, the kaiser’s 
seclusion is due to his deep" depres­
sion consequent upon the recent 
crisis. It says his m--.-siy is passing 
through a series of soul storms of the 
most violent character, and fhat he 
is unable to regain his composure. 
He takes long, lonely rides on horse­
back in the woods of his Potsdam 
estate, brooding upon his unpopular­
ity and speculating as to means to 
bring about a reconciliation witli his 
subjects.

This relations with Chancellor Von 
Beelow, which were foimerly very in­
timate, extending to his using the 
prince's Christian naihe, are now very 
cool, and the kaiser addresses tlie 
chancellor as “your serene highness." 
Other versions of the kaiser’s seclu­
sion are current, some of the papers 
suggesting that lie is deranged. An 
official denial was given today to 
tlie Dresden Naehriehten’s assertion 
that he spends several hours a day 
in bed and that he frequently dis­
plays unusually conspicuous mani­
festations of piety.
