In the case of the 
building on Namayo avenue, which 
settled from a similar cause, the 
structure was kept from falling by 
the fact that it was a frame build­
ing with brick veneer. Tjre Jasper 
House is a brick building and is 
therefore, not supported in the same 
manner.

As to the cause or the trouble, 
there is also some difference of 
opinion. The contractors had not, 
as in the case of the Namayo 
avenue building; carried their ex­
cavation beneath the foundations of 
the neighboring building, and it has 
been suggested that the material in 
the foundation of the Jasper House 
may have been defective.
