The King’s Speech.

“My Lords and Gentlemen:
“My relations with all foreign 

Towers continue to be friendly. The 
establishment of the Union of South 
Africa has been fixed for the end of 
May. when its new Government will 
be constituted and soon afterwards 
its first Parliament representing the 
consolidated electorate, will be ready 
to be assembled for its important de­
liberations. I am sending my son 
the Prince of Wales, to make an ex­
tended journey through my South 
African possessions in the Autumn be­
fore thé opening, in my name, of the 
fust Legislature at Cape Town.

A HAPPY CONSUMMATION.

visit, when my son will have the 
privilege, not for the first time, of 
inaugurating the Parliamentary life 
of a great united Dominion, and will 
convey to South Africa on behalf of 
myself and the Empire, our ardent 
prayers for the welfare and future of 
her people.

"In conformity to an important 
measure of last year, for extending 
the Legislative functions of the Leg­
islative Councils in India, and in­
creasing the number of their mem­

THE FINANCIAL SITUATION.
Addressing the members of the 

House of Commons, the King said:
“Gentlemen of the House of Com 

mens:
“The estimates for the services foi

They have been 
framed with the utmost desire foi 
economy, but the requirements foi 
the naval defence of the Empire have 
made it necessary to propose a sub­
stantial increase in the cost of my 
Navy.

“You will also be asked to com 
plete the provision which was made 
in the last session for the year whict 
is about to expire, but which effect 
has not yet been given. The expen­
diture authorized by the last Parlia­
ment is being duly incurred, but as 
the revenue required to meet it has 
not been provided by the imposition 
of taxation, recourse has been had 
under Parliamentary sanction, tc 
temporary borrowing. Arrangements 
must be made at the earliest possible 
moment to deal with the financial 
situation thus created." 1

THE MOMENTOUS ISSUE.
Addressing both Houses the King 

said:
“Recent experience has disclosed 

serious difficulties due to recurring 
differences of strong opinion between 
the two branches of the Legislature 
Proposals will be laid before you 
with all convenient speed to de fin 
the relations between the Houses c 
Parliament, so as to secure the un 
divided authority of the House o 
Commons over finance and its pre­
dominance in Legislation.

"'These measures, in the opinion oi 
my advisors, should provide that thie 
House of Lords should be so consti­
tuted and empowered as to exercise 
impartially, in regard to proposed 
Legislation, the functions of initia­
tion, revision and, subject to proper 
safeguards, of delay.”

PREMIER ASQUITH’S SPEECH.
Apart from the financial provisions, 

the only question in which the Gov­
ernment announced legislation *as 
the relations between the two Houses. 
Nothing more would be introduced 
this session.

“The House of Lrods,” said the 
Premier, “last year rejected the Bud­
get—a glaring breach of the unwrit­
ten conventions of the Constitution. 
That was the climax of a series of 
acts which the Lords claimed over­
riding authority over the decisions 
of the popular, Chamber, and the 
Gcvernment’s appeal to the country 
was primarily an appeal to g ve 
them authority to put an end to this 
state of affairs.

“I have said that we must have 

legislative safeguards, but some of 
my friends say that I talked about 
guarantees of the exercise of the 
Royal prerogative. If I had said

“To ask in advance for indefinite 
authority to use the Royal Prero­
gative In a measure not yet submit­
ted to the House, was a request, Mr.

WILL TACKLE THE LORDS.
The Premier said that the House 

would proceed on the question of the 
Ixirds resolutions which would be 
laid on the table soon, discussed be­
fore the Easter recess and passed 
and later would be embodied in a 

.Bill.
The Government had only wished 

to put an end, at the earliest pos­
sible moment by the wisest and most 
adequate method, to the constitu­
tional conditions giving to a non-re­
presentative and irresponsible au­
thority the power to thwart the pur­
poses and mutilate the handiwork of 
the chosen exponents of the people's 
will.

REDMOND’S POSITION.
John E. Redmond, leader of the 

Pish Party, announced that the fact 
should be emphasized that the Nation­
alists stood as they had always had 
apart and independent, allied to no 
British party. They had supported

the Government at the last election 
because the Prime Minister’s pledge 
on Home Rule was supplemented by 
one still more Important to Ireland, 
the abolition of the veto of the 
House of Lords, which was tanta­
mount to the adoption of Home Rule. 
He thought and the country though, 
he continued, that Premier Asquith 
had promised to ask for guarantees of 
the exercise of the Royal Prerogative 
and-that if he did not get them, he 
would decline to hold office. But it 
appeared that the Nationalistst were 
mistaken.

A DISASTROUS POLICY.
The Government’s policy was to 

pass the Budget before any assurance 
was given that the Veto Bill would 
pass. It was a disastrous policy and 
meant the throwing away of the 
mandate which they had received 
from the country. They would be 
enabling the Lords on the Veto Bill, 
to force a second election in a year, 
and -the Government would be beaten 
by the weary electorate.

“If the Prime Minister gives us 
reasonable assurance that he will be 
able to carry the Veto Bill into law 
this year,” said Mr. Redmond, “we 
will vote for the Budget, but we are 
not willing to pay that price for 
nothing."

To remove scratches, an excellent 
furniture polish is made of equal 
parts of alcohol, olive oil and pure 
cider vinegar.

Whitefish that is to be boiled will 
be greatly improved in flavor if lemon 
juice is rubbed on it generously be­
fore cooking.

All porcelain yellowed with iron 
sediment may be cleaned with muri­
atic acid, but this must not be allow- 
:d to touch the hands.

To test tea, put a little of it in a 
pan and touch a match to it. The 
>est tea leaves very little ash; in- 
'erior tea leaves considerable.

One housekeeper prevents her salt 
neat from moulding by rubbing every 
ortnight with white of egg, mixed in 
t little salt water.

If water is spilled on a book, do 
tot try to dry it by the fire, as this 
vill ruin it. Mop it as dry as possi- 
>le, and then put it in the open air.

The threads will pull more easily if 
they are rubbed with spap after they 
are moistened.

To make a delectable lemon pie, add 
the pulp of a banana to the custard 
before turning into the paste-lined 
tin. Cover with a meringue when it 
comes from the oven.

To keep the coffee pot free from 
strong odor, put a pinch of bicarbon­
ate of soda in it once a week, fill with 
water and allow to boil slowly ot 
simmer for a quarter ot an hour.

Don’t throw away broom handles 
Covered with cretonne or crepe pa­
per and with a long ccjrd or ribbon 
loop tied in the centred twelve-inch 
lengths are fine for coat and skirl 
hangers.

When buying fowls for fricassee, 
never allow the butcher to splintei 
the bones by chopping with a cleaver 
Ask him to remove thé sinews from 
the legs and cut through' the joints.

To whiten tea towels, wash them in 
he usual manner, then boil in good 
iuds containing a large amount of 
borax; then rinse it several times.

Salt mackeral should b e soaked 
overnight with the skin side up. 
Change the water the last thing he­
ure going to bed and again on rising.

Potatoes should be peeled as thin 
is possible. Turnips must be peel- 
d thicker, taking as a guide the line 
hat apears just inside the skin.

The cellar should be thoroughly 
ventilated every day, even in the cold­
est weather. Mustiness is more like- 
y to cause bad colds than cold air.

Peroxide of hydrogen will remove 
nk stains from colored goods without 
"ading the color., Soak the spots and 
>ut the material In the sun for half 
m hour.

Never allow the knobs of any of the 
,tove or draft doors to become loose. 
They are all fastened with nuts in- 
iide, which often drop off and are 
lost.

Fine old lace can be made to look 
lew if put away in starch for several 
lours, and then hung on the clothes 
line in the sun for a short time. Use 
the dry starch.

Always moisten linen that is to be 
drawn with a damp cloth or sponge.

While Mr. Cashin is 
correct in other statements he cannot 
convince our people that we do not 
want better trade relations with the 
United States.—Western Star.
