A most charm­
ing gift for an 
exile to call my 
attention the 
other day.

About a year 
ago I suggested 
to you a fviend- 
e b 1 p calendar 
made up of dally 
quotations writ­
ten or type­
written on little, 
slips, for a 

' Christmas gift.
This is much along the same line. 

The difference is that this friendship 
calendar is to be gotten up by many 
friends instead of one, and is to he 
made up, not wholly of ^quotations, 
but also of little original greetings, 
Jokes, nonsense rhymes, pictures and 
sketches.

This calendar which came to my 
attention was being gotten up by a 
jolly young crowd In a country town, 
for one of their number who had been 
sent away to another climate to fight 
the. white plague.

The pad used was about fiye by 
eight inches. The date was written 
at the top.

In the second place, in order to get 
o(her^ people to share thje . respon­
sibility With you, why not .follow 
somewhat the scheme I.once suggest­
ed for the money collection? Qet à 
dozen of the girl’s nearest friends to 
act as months. Ttiat will mean that 
they will contribute four or five days 
thbmselves and be responsible for the 
balance of the days in their month. 
They In turn can appoint weeks, who 
will have to be responsible to them 
for the seven days within their prov­
ince. 1
