SAYS THE BOSTON HERALD.

Free fish from Newfoundland is not
frightening dealers at T wharf by any
means, say the Boston Herald. Though
the’ public hails a possibility of lower
prices through revision of the tariff,
the chances are that fishermen of
Newfoundland will not flock here
with fares that may upset the market.
Newfoundlanders, however, are pos-
sessed with the idea that their market
is to expand considerably. Large
quantities of salt fish are being ship-
ped from there to the West Indies,
South America and ceast countries of
Europe. Prospect of expansion looks
good, even at long range.

“They’ll never dump fares of fresh

h on T wharf,”" declared an official

the Boston Fish Bureau yesterday.
“The schooners from Newfoundland
may bring salt fish here; but the kind
they now produce—hard dried fish—
isn’t in much demand:in the section
of the United States supplied from
Boston. Perhaps, under the new tar-
iff, the Newfoundlanders may con-
clude to manufacture a brand of fish
that will sell here; but,'as a matter of
fact, their present trade ‘Yequires
practically all the fish caught by the

fleet, and there's really no need for

expansion that will put the produet

into Boston.” -

American buyers have been in New-
foundland several years picking up
salt fish and herring when these fish
could be snapped up at a price that
left no reasonable doubt as to profit.
Most of the herring that arrives at
Boston during the winter season is
purchased by the American buyers and
loaded into schooners  dispatched to
pr of Islands for the special purpose
of freighting the cargo into local
ports—Boston and Gloucester. Under
the tariff, befor€ revision, (thy on
herring \‘.;as one-half per pound on
-cod.

‘Newfoundland is quite well repre-
sented in the Boston fishing industry,
perhaps a third of the men who man
the vessels hailing from thére. Some
of the most expert fishermen out of
Boston trace their success to experi-
ence aboard Newfoundland schooners
that make long sojourns:on the banks
in quest of cod.—N. Y. Fishing, Ga-
zette, June 21.
