celled, and we recall the beautiful
words which, when death was very
near, Miss Cavell wrote to a friend:—

“Nothing matters- when one comes
to the last hour but- a clear con-
science befare God. I wish you to
know that I was neither afraid nor
unhappy, but quite ready to give my
life for England.”

The speaker added. in a voice ting-
ed with emotion, that countlegs thous-
ands who wuold.pass that spot would
think with .sorrow of Edith Cavell’s
cruel death, but with pride of her
splendid fortitude, and with affection
of her unselfish and womanly char-
actar,

In' the centuries which fallowed,
Armenia was conquéred ‘and recon-
quered. War was almost continnal.
Greek, "Arab, Seijuk &nd Turk invad-
ers followed each other, and the land
was rent and ravagec . Finally, iu
the eleventh century, the last vestige
of an independen! Armenian state
yanished . with the capture of Ani by
Alp Arsian.

Crushed and dishoartened, muw of
the Armenians left their native land
forever, finding homes in far-distant
countries. One gronp made its way
to Lemberg, where {ts descendants
have maintained themselves until the
present day. It is an interesting fact
that old Armenian jurisprudence is
still found in the civili code of Lem-‘
berg. !

The most adventurous body, In
cluding in their number, a descendant
of the last king of old Armenia, went
south-west into the rocky fastnesses
of the Tauras mountains in Cilicia,
and there founded the kingdom of
Lessor Armenia, which had a stormy
existence until the close of the four-
teenth century. This kingdom ren-
dered no little service to the C!;u-
ts
territory.

When the kingdom of Lesser Ar-

Armenians, who could not brook the
thought of subservience to & Moslem
power, made their way to an almost
impregnable posttion in the Taurus
and there founded the City of Zeitun.
