Suspected Murder Near Sarnia.
MooretowN, Oct. 28.

Considerable excitement was created 
in this vicinity on Saturday last by the 
reported death of a labourer named Jas. 
Workman. As the man had been np and 
about daring the latter part of the week, 
and no one had heard of his being un­
well many of the villagers suspected foul 
play and in order to ascertain the truth 
for themselves they visited his house. 
On arriving nt tho house the deceased 
was found lying on a bed with the mark 
of an ugly blow over the left temple. 
His legs bore marks of rough usuage, no 
less than twenty-six wounds appearing 
on them while his arm and hip and the 
right side evidently had undergone a se­
vere pounding. A coroners' inquest 
was summoned by Dr. Gamble, and from 
the evidence it appeared that a coloured 
barber named Samuel Butler and the 
wife of the deceased were implicated in 
the death of the unfortunate man. Dr. 
Oliver deposed that the blow on the Lead 
was sufficient to have caused death. The 
jury brought in the following verdict r 
“ That the deceased James Workman 
came to his death by excessive violent 
abuse, and thaï the evidence induces us 
to believe that the said abuse was inflic­
ted by Mrs. Workman, tbe wile of the 
deceased, or by Samuel Butler, or by 
both.” The suspected parties were ar­
rested and conveyed to the Sarnia gaol.

Serious Accident on the Great Western 
Railway.

A NUMBER OF PEOPLE^ INJURED, BUT NO 
LIVES LOST.

Aq accident, which might have resulted 
much more seriously that it fortunately 
seems to have done, occurred on Tuesday 
about half-past one p.m., on the Great 
Western Railway, at Beamsville. While 
the Pacific express, consisting of two en­
gines, baggage car, express car, four 
coaches, two Pullman cars and a Wagner 
car was running westward at a rate of 
speed somewhere between thirty and 
forty miles an hour, the rails spread just 
as the train had passed Beamsville, at 
which station the train does not stop. 
The Pullman ear and the Wagner car 
rolled down an embankment about ten or 
fifteen feet in height, and were badly 
smashed, and about forty of the occu­
pants injured, some seriously but not fa­
tally, and others only slightly. Mr. Fur­
ness, the conductor of the train, was the 
most seriously injured, but it is hoped that 
he will recover, though it is possible "he 
may not, several internal injuries have 
been sustained. [

Mr. Muir, General Superintendent of 
the road, states that besides the conduc­
tor of the train, a Pullman car conductor 
named Hull, was badly injured about 
the head and side as weU as internally, 
and a woman had an arm badly sprained 
and ent from the wrist to the elbow. 
Those who were injured were aU Ameri­
cans except such as were employees of 
the road. Mr. Muir was most energetic 
in doing all he could for the relief of the 
sufferers. With the exception of the con­
ductor and another, who were so serious­
ly injured that they had to be left at 
Beamsville, all the sufferers from the ac­
cident were conveyed by special train to 
Hamilton, where accommodation was 
provided for them by the railway com-

Œand their requirements were at- 
to. Before being removed from 
Beamsville the injured persons were at­

tended by the medical men of the neigh­
borhood.

A gentleman from Rochester furnishes 
the Globe with the following statement ; 
I was in the front passenger car, and the 
first incident in connection with the ac­
cident which came to my knowledge was 
the sudden detachment of the hinder 
part of the train, and the precipitation of 
the bulk of it over the embankment. The 
car in* which I sat, two passenger cars, 
the baggage waggons and the locomotive 
remained on thé track ; tho front car of 
the detached portion had an axle smash' 
ed, and was cast across the track in an 
angular position. Three Pullman cars, 
which formed the rear part of the train., 
coming immediately behind the one cast 
across the line, were thrown over the 
embankment some fifteen feet. The 
train was going at a pretty high 
speed at the time. I assisted thirteen 
passengers, all very seriously injuied 
among whom was the conductor of

Mr. Freinte’» Closing Lecture.
[Continuedfrom yesterday.)
ELEMENTS OF IRISH REFORM

It is high treason to say a word against 
O’Connell ; very well, then, I must he a 
traitor. O'Connell was for 18 years aU 
but omnipotent with Irish subjects. He 
had carried emancipation, and had used 
his enormous influence to pass the Land 
act. Instead of clamouring for repeal 
which he knew he could not carry, he 
might have stopped the unjust evictions, 
just as Gladstone has* done in our day. 
Two measures werepassed after the reign 
of O’Connell, butZ they were the work of 
Sir Robert Peel and the English Liberals. 
By the first of the two, the English pea­
santry of Ireland weire armed, and the 
well-known Brish police, composed of the 
wildest Fenian mob, controlled the 
country. Thé entire nation was meta­
morphosed, and in our whole dominions 
there is not a toroe more trustworthy nor 
more efficient. . > ùiu ,

That was one thing ; another more im­
portant measure was, that education, un- 
seotarian in character, wbb provided-in 
every part of the country, opening to the 
poorest its advantages, and free alike to 
Catholic and the. Protestant. Where the 
children of both creeds are brought up 
together and learn even one thing, that 
they are made of common flesh, that the 
people may as well live in the cottotry 
without hating one anotherr the priests 
did not like the arrangement. They 
considered their young people tainted1 by 
the companionship with heretics. They 
wish to retain the control of their edu­
cation if they can, and would devide the 
sheep from the goats on this side the 
day of judgment. (Laughter and ap­
plause.) Some of our- English philoso­
phers are so fond of liberty, or so fond of 
iriests, that they are inclined to indulge 
n them. One very eminent radical 

writer consoles himself that Voltaire, 
Diderot, and others were educated by the 
Jesuits, and when the education of this 
man had passed away, he developed into 
a practical atheist. (Laughter and ap­
plause.) The world has had enough of 
sectarian bigotry. No wise statesman 
wishes to indulge its continuance, nor 
foster it if he can help it,, or foster any­
thing that divides any nation into- hos­
tile camps upon a question about which 
one of us know as much as another,, and 
all know next to nothing. (Laughter.)

IRISH LAND TENURE AND ITS EFFECTS.
These two measures, the establishment 

of the Irish police and the establish­
ment of the Irish national education,, 
have in every way proved admirable, but 
the sorest difficulty that remained un­
touched was the system of landed ten­
ures. A third part of the Irish soil was 
still owned by absentees, half of the rest 
belonged to needy, thriftless gentlemen, 
whose estates were mortgaged up to the 
brim, without a shilling to spend on 
farm buildings. In 1782 Ireland had 
3,000,000 inhabitants ; in 1846 the 
3,000,000 had become 9,000;000. The 
Catholic clergy had encouraged early 
marriages among the people in order to 
promote morality and virtue,, and when 
any young lad and a lass fell in love and 
were married they were assigned an acre 
or two of irreclaimable bogi Into the 
bog they put a few potatoes and began 
married life, not haying five pounds in 
their pockets, and yet they were as 
well off as their neighbours. They pro­
duced a dozen children with the most 
>ious confidence that God Almighty 

had sent them, and that God- Almighty 
would provide for them. The Irish are 
intensly affectionate. Fathers, mothers,, 
and children cling to the spot where they 
were born, and the parents at the time 
of the marriage cut the acre of then- 
holding into half a dozen divisions, where 
formerly there was hardly land enough, 
to produce for their families the loving 
and eternal potato, and so it went on. 
Of the nine millions it was reckoned there 
were at least two millions of beggars,, 
creatures absolutely idle, wandering from 
cabin to cabin through the land, asking 
charity for the love of God,, and never 
asking in vain. It is a wonderful com­
mentary on Catholic emancipation and 
the government of Ireland- by O,Con­
nell.

Thus it was when the famine came to 
Ireland. A note of warning had been 
sounded by Cobbett long before.. Hé 
had shown the folly of a people’s depend, 
ing upon a single precarious root for their 
subsistence, but no one listened to Cob- 
bett—not even O’Connell. His glorious 
theme was the multiplication of the Irish 
people. He produced his grandest ora­
torical effects when he was enabled to 
speak of those eight millions of Irishmen. 
England was learning that the chief 
business of a Government was to do no­
thing, and that was the best Govern­
ment that must let every one alone. 
The Irish landlords and. the Irish pea­
sants were considered to hb the- best 
judges of their own interests, and it was 
no business of Ministers or Parliaments 
to interfere with them. Thus more and 
more the people were constantly deprived 
of the main staple of their subsistence. 
Too much credit cannot be allowed to 
the patience with which the Irish bore 
up through those dreadful years. The 
Irish peasantry, from our first acquain­
tance with them, have shown a capacity 
and a high example of the silent endmv 
once of suffering. They received the 
Agrarian wrongs after their own methods, 
when they were distinctly traceable to in­
justice, but the masses of misery they 
accepted as if laid upon them by an in. 
scrutable Providence.

AGONIES OF THE FAMINE.
When that famine came they lay down 

and died uncomplaining. A quarter of a 
million, at least,died from natu ral hanger. 
Ships were sent around the Irish coasts 
by the English Administration to distri­
bute com to the starving people. The 
Parliament voted ten millions of money 
and employed agents to use it m that de­
solate land. Eight millions of it were

than that which desolated Ireland once 
fèll on Palestine, and the Hebiew king 
fell oh his face in sackloth and said ; “ I 
have sinned slid «lone evil.but these sheep, 
what have they done? let them depart, 
Mid be laid on me and my father’s house 0 
and noton my people that they should 
be plagued?"

I wtil say no more of the famine,! have 
to speak here of the consequences, tho 
profoundly significant conséquences re­
sulting from the same, and I will take 
them up one by one. Grattan was to 
have created a millennium,and all of his 
endeavors in that way resulted in cor­
ruption and dependentism, out of which 
grew the rebellion of '98. Catholic em­
ancipation was to have brought the mil­
lennium,but the mille nnium camé in an­
other shape. O’Connell said the only 
thing to mend matters in the country 
was repeal. The yoeng Irelanders, mad­
dened by the wretchedness around them, 
took O’Connell at hie word and thought 
repeal was the remedy^nd the revolution­
ary fires of ’9$ were the consequence. 
Four thousand Irishmen were prepared 
to strike a blow for freedom. I was my­
self in Ireland' at the time, I thought the 
day of judgment was come at last for 
unjust authority. I considered, as men 
of 30 years of age are sometimes opt to 
do, the* it was a simple thing to over­
throw a social u-ysfem and éubatitute A 
better one for it. I had gone over to see 
what the Irish would do. 1 cannot say 
that I expected very much from itr for 
there had been a too great blowing of 
trumpets ; I had already learned that 
noise and action were usually in an in­
verse ratio. I ci innot say that I expected, 
a relapse so igno.minions and disgraceful. 
The straggle wa»s put down by a hand­
ful of Irish police, and the civilization 
and ancient glorio s of Breland suffered an 
ignominious defeat, and that was all.

Was it for want of courage ?" No one 
who knows the Irii h would dare to say 
it was the very shadow of freedom 
that vanished before' the appearance ef a 
policeman's musket. Let that insurrec­
tion perish out of memory. The chief 
actors in it have Ion g ago washed the 
stains from their own escutcheons ; some 
of them here gaining glory under the 
American flag. The ot her effect is more 
substantial. The English Parliament,the 
Landlord’s Parliament, resolved at once 
that the Irish land should support the 
Brish poor, and not a shilling of rent 
should go thenceforward into the land­
lord’s pocket, but into everyman’S stom­
ach, and that a distric t should be at 
least supplied with food.. A poor law was 
past which in some parti i of Ireland am­
ounted at that time to co nfiseation. The 
Squires and spendthriftii who had en­
cumbered their estates were ruined ; del­
icate ladies brought up vith all the lux­
uries of life were turned out to battle in 
the ranks of labor for a livelihood.

I was staying for a year of the famine 
in an Irish house, and was mvited to a 
banquet in the Park. Two hnndred of us 
sat down to it. I had found next to me 
a Scotchman who had come over to Ire­
land to make his fortune by sheep farm­
ing; I recall his langue,ge “Among 
these gentlemen sitting here there may 
be one. but certainly not two* who .sup­
pose that they came into the world for 
any other nurpose than to ride in fox 
hunting, shoot snipe, and lose their 
money in horse races. They will find 
some day that is not the purpose for 
which they were sent into the world at 
all.”

CLOSING REM. UtKSv-
Famine came aud swept these fine 

gentlemen away, and th< i memory of the 
class to which they beloi ig has died away 
out of Ireland by this ve ry great measure 
of purgation. The othe r was the exodus. 
There were 9,900,000 -of people in Ire­
land in 1846, there are now five and one-, 
half millions; A quarter of a million, 
died in the famine. Allowing for the 
natural rate of inoreas* a there have been 
between 4,000,000 and 5,000.0000 that 
have migrated, half at. many again as all 
the inhabitants of Set .tland. In the first 
shock of the calamity, they went away 
by hundred» of thons ands. For many of 
them the passage me -ney was paid by the 
landlords ; for other i subscriptions were 
raised here-; for othi rs friends sent home 
their savings from their wages to save 
their families.

Were there nothiug else to be said in 
favor of the Irish pi.'asantiy.the unselfish 
devotion and affect ion which they have 
shown in their long trouble would alone 
commend! them to perpetual admiration. 
Meanwhile in Ire? and itself there was a. 
;reat sooial révolu tion. The larger land- 
ords whose fortune enabled, them to 

weather.the storm, changed their rela­
tions ationce wV,h their Irish property. 
They had learned their lesson at last.. 
Trained agents took the place of the mid­
dlemen ; rents -were cut down and wages 
raised to twice what they were before,and 
hundreds and thousands of dollars are 
now expended in improvements in the 
country. In the great baronies which I 
know, where the famine laid its hand, 
heaviest on the peasantry,.the peasant is 
far Letter off than the English agricul­
tural laborer.

The Rebellion- of 1848 collapsed, as did 
Fenianism, which followed later. I do- 
not blame the Irish people for wishing to 
see their country free, but I do blame 
them for conducting themselves like- 
school-boys. England was determined, 
if Ireland should again rise up in rebel­
lion, to meet, the exigencies of the occa­
sion. The present system of. national 
education in Ireland, is equal to that, 
which exists in the British Empire. It 
was thought necessary to take out of the 
hands of tho priests the management oC 
the educational system. The heart of 
many complaints of the Irish people lies 
in the land ; land is the life of the Irish. 
Agriculture is their only industry, many- 
of the peasantry have been robbed by 
rich landholders, and it ia this plunder 
that has smitten the most beautiful land 
in tbe world. The Irish Land act,passed 
three years ago, is the moat healing
