From our remarks on this subject 
last week, some of our readers were 
led to infer that several members of 
the Association Board wore not only 
opposed to granting the building, 
but also the giounds for public use.

— The ad­
mission of Mv. Gibbs into the cabin­
et removes one,of the “coming men’" 
but two still remain before the 
public as probable successors to 

, Lieut.-Governor Howland. It has 
'been asserted by some of the lenow: 
ing ones that John Crawford, M-.P. for 
West Toronto, has received the ap­
pointment, and that I’.x-Alderman 
Turner is to be the Government 
candidate for the constituency thus 
rendered vacant. As will readily be 
supposed Torontonians are bringing 
all their influence to bear in the dir 
ection of Mr. Crawford, and appar­
ently will not lie satisiied with any­
thing less than a Lieut -Governor or 
a Cabinet Minister. On tlio other 
hand London and the West are 
“ backing" John Carling, M. P. for 
London, and seem equally determin­
ed that they shall have a western 
man for Governor. How it will end’ 
is unknown to us of course, but we 
must say that from the way honours 
have been distributed heretofore, 
Toronto has the best chancelas she 
is more likely to return a Govern­
ment supporter than London : but. 
as money works wonders, how would 

' it do to set the position up to public 
competition and let the highest bid­
der have it? It would not be a parallel 
with the Pacific Railway Scandal even 
then, but perhaps the Government 
lias enough to answer for as it is and 
prèfers private competition.

Bank of Hamilton.—Tho first an-;
- nual meeting of. the shareholders of

this Bank was held on Tuesday, when j 
a very satisfactory report was pro -1 
seated. The paid up capital amounts ' 
to $270,000. The net earnings of 
the bank have been .$23,0">1.27 dur­
ing the first nine months of its ex­
istence, from which has been declar­
ed a dividend of 8 per cent., or 
$18,452 : leaving to tho credit of 
profit and loss a reserved balance of 
$5,400.27. These figures of them- 
selyes show how prudently the affairs 
of the Bank have been conducted by 
the officers and Board of 1 dree tors. 
From the general statement, up to 
May 31st, we learn that the amount 
of notes in circulation was $143,207 : 
deposits bearing interest, $ 176,020.30: 
and deposits not bearing interest, j 
$04,075.26, making the total liabili­
ties to the public $374.301.46. The 
total assets immediately available 
arc $ I30,707708, while the notes dis- 
couhted are -G 51.715.00. These
facts and figures show that the Bank 
is in a most safe and flourishing con
