Some of the Incidents and Situations 
of the New Musical Comedy

Washington. July 26.—In a strong 
arraignment of tht. United States Gov­
ernment for its failure to secure re­
dress for injuries to American citizens 
and property resulting from the Mexi­
can issurectlons and revolution. Sena­
tor Fall of New Mexico declared today 
in the Senate that the country would 
not regain its prestige in Mexico in 
fifty years. He said that China, Ger­
many and other countries had forced 
Mexico to make restitution for the 
damages inflicted on their citizens. 
Thus far, he said, the United States 
had done nothing. He added that be­
cause of the course of the State De­
partment the people of Mexico believe 
this country is behind the Madero gov­
ernment and that is was responsible 
for the overthrow of President Diaz, 
in the Interest of Madero.

"If the people of the United States 
knew all the facts," declared Senator 
Fall, “not all the soldiers in the coun­
try would be able to prevent the cross- ] 
ing of the border because of the indig- ; 
nation that would be aroused. And 
yet nothing has been done to relieve 
the most intolerable condition that 
American citizens were ever compelled 
to undergo."

Senator Fall urged the adoption of 
the resolution instructing the War De- 

| partment to ascertain the amount of 
j damage during the engagements last 
j year at Douglas. Ariz.. and El Paso,
! Texas. He declared the resolution did 
not "go far enough," He said there had 
been no word of protest from the 
American Government, although its 
citizens had been killed and over $500,- 
000.000 worth of property destroyed by 
Mexicans.

The New Mexico Senator said inter­
vention on the part of the United States 
was not needed, and that this country 
could control the situation by a “firm 
stand." He admitted he had not taken 
the matter up with the state depart- 

j ment, but asserted that both the Presl- 
! dent and the secretary of state has been 
j informed of conditions by others, 
j The senator gave many instances of 
I injuries and loss inflicted on American 
j citizens. Senator Swanson of Virginia 
| declared the state deaprtment should 
be urged to act.

should hang our heads in shame and 
disgrace.”

Senator Fall said that the American 
state department had refused to make 
representations concerning the Injuries 
inflicted, but had referred all claimants 
to the Mexican authorities themselves

the courses of China and Germany. Ger­
many, he said, had collected $100,000 xon 
account of the murder of four German 
citizens in Mexico, while China had 
compelled the payment of three million 
pesos on account of the killing of Chi­

Moreover, their aid is conditional on i 
a serious change n the empre’s con­
stitution, which is full of difficulties 
and, we think, of grave inconvenience. 
The matter cannot be settled by sen­
timental impulse. Parliamentary fed­
eration is quite out of the question for 
the present, and colonial representa­
tion could only come by the admis­
sion of the colonies to a share of ex­
ecutive control. This result would 
mean increased independence of the 
executive, which would aggravate the 
existing evil of loss of control of for­
eign affairs by parliament.”

Branch of the Department of Agricul­
ture, Edmonton, is available for dis­
tribution, and any farmer may obtain 
a copy free by writing the department. 
It is an illustrated work on the Com­
mon weeds of Alberta, giving brief de­
scriptions and well executed drawings 
of the weeds found commonly on our 
farms, particularly those classed as 
“noxious” under the Noxious Weed Act, 
besides which is given the best and 
latest methods for eradicating each 
weed under the different systems of 
farming followed- This bulletin has 
been prepared by Angus McKenny, B. 
S. A., and C. E. Lewis, B. S. A., of the 1 
department of agriculture staff, both 
of whom have made a scientific study 
of the weeds of Alberta and the most 
practicable methods of controlling and 
eradicating the same. Particularly 
valuable are the methods outlined for 
getting rid of weeds, the methods ad­
vised being those followed by the most 
successful farmers and advocated by 
the weed experts and inspectors of the 
department- Every farmer in Alberta 
should have a copy of this bulletin from 
the department of agriculture, Edmon­
ton. It is free to every one.
