Mrs. Sanderson, president of Quebec 
Province, was the first speaker. She 
stated Ontario has been her home for most 
of her life, but circumstances had com- 
polled her to make her home in Quebec. It 
was a beautiful country; farms were 
very cheap, and the Province was rich in 
mineral wealth, but the Protestants are 
steadily moving to the west. She thought 
though, that a reaction would soon set in 
and the country would be filled up again. 
1300 population of Quebec was about 
1,800,000, of whom only 200,000 were 
Protestants. In ten counties there was an

age of only 1 Protestant to 1,000 
Roman Catholics, and in 23 counties there 
was an average of I Protestant to 4 
Catholics. It was in these counties that 
most of the W. C. T. U. work was carried 
on. Outside of the cities a great deal of 
local option is in force, and the French 
people seemed to favor temperance. A 
leading politician had stated that if a 
plebiscite was taken a majority of the 
French would vote for it. There were ten 
organized county unions, with a member, 
ship of 2,000. They hold a series of tem­
perance meetings first in one church and 
then in another, and they seem to be a great 
benefit and very popular. In concluding 
her remarks Mrs. Sanderson stated that 
Quebec was watching Ontario in her 
struggle with the great evil, as Ontario had 
done more work than Quebec would ever 
be able to do.

Mrs. Barney 
is a very earnest speaker, and was listened 
to with intense interest from beginning to 
end. Mrs Barney uses no notes, has an 
excellent flow of language, and now and 
then relates incidents which are very 
amusing and sometimes very sad, and more I 
than once she brought tears to the 
eyes of men and women alike. In 
her introduction Mrs. Barney read 
extracts from Luke’s Gospel where 
the road leading between Jerusalem 
and Jericho is spoken of, and which was 
familiarly known in early times as 'the 
bl y way. . The story of a certain man, 
who while traveling on that road tell 
among thieves and was wounded and 
robbed, was also quoted. Then came a 
striking word-picture of the priest coming 
along the road, who passed by on the 
other side; then came the Levite, who 
stopped and looked on the wayfarer, but 
rendered him no assistance. As Mrs. 
Barney described -the action of the 
Samaritan in coming along, helping the 
injured man and binding up the wounds, 
the efiect was marvelous. The fall of a run 
could have been heard in any part of the 
hall, and tears came to the eyes of many 
listeners. The lecturer also described the 
departure from home of a young man; how 
in the first few months he is heard from 
regularly, but how he is soon drawn into 
the maelstrom of social evil and stranded, 
and bow after his ruin he is passed by un. 
heeded by the robbers who have deprived 
him not only of his means and good char- 
ter, but of his strength and mind. These 
robbers on the highway were compared 
with the liquor dealers, and the rough road 
as the one over which all have to travel.Yet, said Mrs. Barney, 'in bringing YOU 
up to the Christianity of the nineteenth

In connection 
with this a mothers’ meeting for working 
women was held on Sunday afternoons 
Good work was also done in connection 
with sailors, fishermen and lumbermen 
and this branch was not only carried on by 
the seaside unions, but inland societies also 
sent assistance. Another item of work 
was a "Woman’s Exchange," where work­
ing women could sell their work with so 
little commission charged that it was 
almost a charity. In closing, Mrs. Bullock 
earnestly asked that the children be edu- 
cated to temperance.

On account of Mrs. Thornley being en- 
gaged with the work of the convention 
Mrs. Cavers, the former president of the 
Ontario Union, spoke on the work ot that 
union. It was the eldest daughter, having 
been organized seventeen years and 
has a membership of 6,000.
