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BOWLING 1S HOW
NORE THAN PLAY

Competition Is Developing the
Grand Old Game Greatly
—The Marr System.

l

In the wake of last week’s great
bowling tournament on the London
Rowing Club greens, many reflections
and recollections come surging into the
mind of the devotee of the grand old
game. Especially to the mind of him
who has been in touch with the game
for the past ten years or more were
the zames and the scenes which closed
on Saturday significant.

Ten years age a tournament of such
a size, representative of so many towns
and arousing so much competition, was
scarcely dreamed of. The game of
bowls, as many will remember, used to
be common on private lawns, where
“paterfamilias” would engage in a
friendly and not very strenuous game
with his next-door neighbors.

As club bowling came into vogue,
those who played in their own back-
yards, or side lawns, became less and
less in evidence, until today it is doubt-
ful whether any citizen of London plays
the game anywhere else except at the
L. R. C,, the Asylum, or Thistle lawns.

Another development that is very
noticeable is that what would be con-
sidered a good bowling lawn a dozen
years or more ago, would not do at ail
now. Then, if the grass were cut and
rolled once or twice, the lawn was con-
sidered all that could be expected. Even
if the green was not quite level, if the
ground heaved a little here and there,
such inconveniences were considered
almost as they would be in golf, as
legitimate ‘risks.”

In fact, there used to be much more
luck in the game of bowls than there
is now. ‘lT'he toucher, perhaps, was
considered the “crack’” shot. And to the
bowler of a dozen years ago, such
shooting as that done by the contest-
ants in the final games for the trophy
in the recent tourney would seem noth-
ing short of marvelous.

The fact is that the whole
bowling has undergone a great change
in the past ten years, and is, indeed,
still in proeess of development. It used
to be considered a gentle pastime,some-
what like children’s croquet. What is
responsible for the change? Simply the
competition that has been aroused
among the players by tournaments.
When a man goes in to win he finds
much more in any game than when he
simply plays it for pastime,

The wick shots made by some of the
best rinks last week were a good illus-
tration of the change. Once upon a
time a successful wick was thought to
be luck, pure and simple. But Pete
Bawden, Ned Weld, Del Marr, McDou-
gall, ete., last week employed success-
ful wicks time and again, with “malice
aforethought.”

And just compare the greens of last
week with the greens that were used a
dozen years agon. It has been said
truthfully that the chairman of the
lawn committee practically camped out
at the club for two weeks before the
tournament began, and Dick Sparrow-
hawk rolled and rerolled the greens un-
til there was not an inch of 1root to the
grass. No dip in the surface would be
tolerated. The tiniest rut was hunted
out and obliterated.

As long as tournaments keep on
growing in size and enthusiasm, the
science of bowling (for it can now be
rightly called by that name), must go
on developing. This vear's bowling was
a great improvement over 1904. For one
thing, the idea seemed to gain promin-
ence at the late tourney that there was
such a thing as “keeping in training”
for bowling. Five years ago a bowler
would have scoffed the idea. But there
is no doubt that when two rinks of al-
most  equal innate capabilities get
down to a nip-and-tuck game, the four
whose eyes and hands are a trifle the
steadier, and whose brains a little the
clearer for the time being will stand a
good show of winning out. The follow-
ing quotations from the irrepressible
Del Marr serve to summarize all that
has heen said ahove:

1. ““This is not play. This is work.”

2. “Don’t eat any ‘meat,” boys.”

And. according to G. B. Woods, the
Toronto bowlers are going to study the
“Marr system.” It will be interesting
to watch the bowling on the greens
next year, and to compare it with this
Year's brand.
