A Scenc of Beauty Invltln'g
Public Inspection Again 4
To-Day.

Some of the Attractions and
the Friends by Whom
Administered.

A bazaar, upon the authority of Web-
ster's unabridged, is “a place fitted up
for various retail shops, all under one
regulation.” There does not seem to .be
much romance or glamour of the pic-
turesque in this definition, some in th.e
music of the word itseif, the fact that‘ it
is derived from the Persian, and the in-
cidental picture that imagination dr{zWS
of the drowsy square in some an?lent
Oriental town—gaily striped awnings,
screening the fruit-laden stalls, and be-
hind them dark-eyed women in fant:{s-
tic garb that is a riot of l?right, barbaric
colors—beyond,. the wavidg palm trees
and resting camels merge into the gen-
eral horizon line of a far-stretching des-

ert,
The fancy fair is either the cousin or

the younger brother of the bazaar, and
although the relationship is not very
distinetly defined, they make an admira-
ble combination. The prosaic would
perhaps class the two as one, and iden-
tify that one as a ‘‘sale of worl:l.” 'But
let those who say there’s nothing in a
name just apply to the subject this test
—is there anything in the announcement
of a “sale of work” attractive to the
imagination or the love for the beau-
tiful and the picturesque in the same
degree as-“bazaar?” b

With which general observations, be it
known that the ladies of St. John's
church yesterday opened a bazaar and
fancy fair at the A. O. U. W. hall, where
they will again make their friends heart-
ily welcome to-day. 1t is not an ordi-
nary ‘“‘sale of work,” by any means. For
once it redeems the promises of the pleas-
ing and the picturesque that imagination
conjures up at sound of the Arabian
word. It is a contradittion, too, of the
trite cynicism that all fancy fairs are
the same; only some are more so than
others.

This one is different at least from any
others that Victorians have had present-
ed to them, and in the difference largely
lies its attractiveness. The hall natur-
ally lends itself admirably to the pur-
poses of a bazaar. the side and end gal-
leries roofing the stalls, and the central
court or square affording ample room
for promenading, save where the flower
stall rises in verdant green near the cen-
tre—just as the great well or fountain
might break the bareness of a bazaar
court in the slumbrous East. The pic-
ture is so evenly balanced, so harmon-
iously colored, and so complete, that
it forthwith suggests an animated paint-
ing of Oriental life, or else a tableau
transplanted from some famous opera,
lacking only the music and the action of
the play.

Ihe stalls are eight in number, exclus-
ive of the floral pavilion that makes.the
effective centrepiece, nor including the
well supplied refreshment room, the fish
pond, weighing machine, butterfly paint-
ing, candy vendors or other “side shows”
as one veteran patron of the circus ir-
reverently classifies them. Each of these
stalls is decorated according to an indi-
vidual design, while all blend into an
harmonious whole.

The bower of blossoms, for example,
which occupies the centre of the floor,
is designed affer the architecture of an
octagonal summer house—its walls of
delicate green hangings falling to a
base of moss and relieved with graceful
festoons of ivy. The stock includes both
cut and potted flowers, very choice and
reasonably priced, of which the sales la-
dies are Miss Dunsmuir and her assist-
ants, Miss Noel Harvey, Miss Powell
and Miss Cora Powell—a charming quar-
tette in their pretty summer gowns, ac-
centuated and made artistically com-
plete with becoming picture hats. Minia-
ture electric lights peeping through the
ivy make a most effective frieze, while
a large central light above increases the
generally attractive effect.

No. 1 stall and No. 2 are draped in
very much the Oriental fashion, the
draperies being drawn (if the truth be
told) frem the stock that is for sale. Over
the first Mrs. J. Gerhardt Tiarks pre-
sides, assisted by Mrs. Griffiths and Mrs.
W. Rebertson; the second is in charge
ofMisgs M. Grahame and Miss Hall.
The range of the fancy work which they
are offering appears unlimited and cer-
tainly includes many novelties in art em-
broidery, table centres and teakettle
cloths that are new and interesting to
the ladies who make fancy work a hob-
by. Whis applies particularly to the ta-
ble ceatres of drawn work, embroidered
in silk.

Contrasting very sharply with the
dainty fancy goods stall is their near
neighbor, the advertisement and dairy
table, which Mrs. Crane and her assist-
ants—Mrs. Gordon Hunter, Miss Jenns
and Mres. Anderson—have made as busi-
ness-like and uncompromising as possi-
ble. It is for all the world a general store
in miniature, framed advertisements of
}'olled oats, jams and jellies, ete., form-
ing the chief features in the way of deco-
rations. The show ecards announce as-
tonishing bargains—and the stock and
price redeem these promises. It may be
mentioned that all the business firms
whose advertisements are included in the
official guide book of the bazaar are at
this stall represented also by samples
from their stocks,

The home-made sweets ae in charge cf
Miss Taylor, associated with whom are
Miss Janion, Miss Gowen and Mrs.
Stome, Their confectionery store is fram-
ed im an open front of heliotrope-and-
white wound pillar, supporting a lattice-
work in the same colors. with apple blos-
soms settine out the whole. The col-
amns are designed to give the effect of
pillare and slabs of candy, this idea be-
g admirably carried out.

Of course the paper stall—where lamp-
shades and similar home-brighteners of
evey hue are to be obtnined from Mrs.
Belvea, Miss Lowe. Miss Nellie Todd,
Misa Alice Bell or Miss Wilson—is an
artistic llustration of the possibilities cf
tissne papers in decorative work, while
the arrangement of the various lights
i3 almost ns effective as the decorations.

Less gaily adorned are the sober and
housewifely plain work and apron stalls,
over which Mrs. Glaver.

Colonel
Prior, of British Columbia, in giving no-
tice of a question referred to a speech
“of the honorable and reverend member
for Burrard,” referring to Mr. Maxwell.
Speaker Edgar, before calling the ques-
tion requested Mr. Prior to strike out the
word “reverend,” as by a decision of
Speaker Denison in the Imperial Parlia-
ment it is decided to be “not a becoming
expression.” Colonel Prior accordingly
put the question without rgtemng .to
Mr. Maxwell by his former title, but in-
cidentally remarking that Mr. Maxwell
was a preacher all the same. The fact
is that the member for Burrard is move
properly designated by the clerical title
in the house than he is out of it. Out
of the house he cultivates a rather
“tough” appearance. He is addicted to
smoking a pipe with a very dark com-
plexion and of equippiry¢ Limself in the
most unconventional attire. In his social
dissipations he wears the swallowtail
coat and expansive shirt front. It is in
the house when he is on his feet that
the old man takes possession of him.
He becomes a preacher again without
knowing it, and is constantly lecturing
the other members as if they were a
congregation under his spiritual minis-
trations. As a Parliamentary speaker,
his habits remind one of the reply made
by Charles Lamb to Coleridge: “Did
you hear me preach?” said Coleridge.
“I n-n-never heard you d-d-do any-
thing elst,” stuttered Lamb, in reply.
On the particular occasion when the
speaker intervened, Colonel Prior was
asking about a remark that Mr, Max-
well made in his speech to the Van-
couver Liberals, who were complajning
because they did not get offices enough.
Mr. Maxwell had said: “At home I have
a book three inches thick full of appli-
cations.” He pointed out, however,
that since he had been member for Bur-
rard $26,000 or $28,000 had gone into
the pockets of Vancouver Liberals out
f the Dominion revenue. Colonel Prior
wanted to know the details of these
payments, He\did not receive the in-
formation he “sought, Sir Wilfrid ex-
plaining “that the government does
not undertake to interpret ex cathedra
speeches delivered by members of this
house.” This reference to the status of
Mr. Maxwell as an ex cathedra orator
seemed to be a covert aliusion to the
member’s previous vocation, but it left
the house in the dark as to the disposi-
tion .of the public money.

THE STEWART IN SERVICE.

Victoria’s New Chemical Engine Chris-
. tened In Honor of the Chairman
of the Fire Wardens.

Victoria’s latest acquired piece of fire
fighting apparatus, the Champion Chem-

ical Engine No. 1, was formally tested
in the square in the rear of the Centra
station yesterday afternoom, and intro-
duced to the public by its name of “Alex
Stewart.” The test was attended by
Mayor Redfern, Alderman Stewart, the
chairman of the fire wardens, for whom
the new engine is named; Chief Thomp-
son of the Nelson fire department, and
perhaps a scere of others who at some
time have been prominently identified
with the management of civic affairs.
The test was a thorough one. A buili-
ing of very inflammable material had
been knocked together, and at the proper
time was flred. The flames were given
a fair start, and then one of the Stow-
art’s cylinders was turned over, the 1-
inch stream of chemical brought to bear
on the fire—and in 30 seconds it was no
more, This experiment was several
times repeated, and on each oceasion
with eminently satisfactory results.
Then the visitors had the opportunity
of inspecting. the apparatus mustered at
the Central station, and partieularly of
comparing the two distinet types of
steam fire engines as illustrated in the
Waterons Company’s “Charles BE.

DARDANELLES MINE.

POINTERS FOR PHILATELISTS.

How a Clever Collector Secured a Much
Coveted Stamp.

Mr. W. E. Curtis, writing from Washing-
ton to the Chicago Record, says:

A recent paragraph in these letters about
rare dollars has called out a number of
Inquiries about valuable postage stamps,
The highest price ever paid for a postage
stamp was £1,000, or $4,840, by W. M.
Peckitt, of London, whe bought a penny

Mauritius stamp of 1847 for that price at
auction last year. It is the rarest stamp
in the world.

Mauriting is a small, roeky island in the
Indian Ocean, near Madagascar, formerly
known as the Isle of Frauce, belonging to
Great Britain, and having a population of
about 350,000. It is the scene of that
pathetic little story, ‘“‘Paul and Virginia.”
In 1847 the colonial government got out
some new stamps with a bust of Queen
Victoria upon them. The day they arrived,
and before they were offered to the publie,
several hundred were used upon invitations
to an official ball at the palace of the gov-
ernor-general, which were sent out in
small white envelopes. The next day the
entire issue remaining was burned by ac-
cident; and now only two are known to
exist—one in the British museum and the
other in the collection of Mr. Peckitt.
Both of them are still attached to the
governor-general's envelopes, and addressed
by the same hand—evidently that of a lady
—-80 there is no doubt about their genuine-
ness,

The most valuable American stamp was
issued by the postmaster of Baltimore be-
»re the national government assumed
that responsibility. Three examples only
are known to exist, one is on blue paper
and two on white. The blue one sold for
$4,400 some years ago. The white ones are
quoted at $2,000 each. i

Similar stamps issued by thé postmaster
at St. Louis bring fromx $150 to $3,000, ac-
cording to their scarcity—one by the post-
master at New Haven, still attached to
the envelope, which is said to be unique,
sold for $2,000. During the civil war about
thirty postmastess in the Southern States
issued stamps on their own account, and
then sold them to pay their salaries and
expenses. These are rare, and bring from
$1,000 to $1,500 each. Battleboro, Vt.,
stamps are also scarce, and very valuable.

The first issue of Hawaiian stamps in
1851 are very rare and valuable, having
been sold as high as $2,500 each. I g1y
stamps, with Indian lettering Upon tnem,
are also very rare; but for some reason
there is no demand for them, They are
not popular among collectors, chiefly be-
cause they do not belong to any particular
series or set, and are only curiosities. The
value of a stamp, depending upon the de-
mand for it, is largely regulated by the
ease with which the set to which it be-
longs can be compieted. If the collector, for
example, has all stamps of a certain is-
sue with the exception ot one, he will give
a larger price for that one than it would
otherwise bring. Stamp. collectors will tell
you that there is more damand where all
stamps of a particular issue are easily ob-
tainable with the exception of one or two.
Issues that are practically obsolete have no
active demand.

United States stamps of all kinds are in
greater demand than those issued by South
American countries. Of late there has been
a decided increase in the collecting of un-
used stamps, especially those of European
countries and the United States. Some of
the cancelled old German stamps that
can be bought for 5 cents will readily bring
$100 if in first-class unused -~ondition. In
other instances, the reverse is the rule.
Often a cancellation mark adds value to
a stamp. That is the case where few
stamps were issued before the iss~a was dis-
continned and those remaining were sold
to dealers. It is impossible to counterfeit
cancellation marks in such a manner as
to defy detection by experts. It has fre-
quently been tried, but has always falled.
South and Central American governments
frequently withdraw certain Issues and
dispose of the stock on hand to specula-
tors. Whenever this is done before many
stamps of that particular issue have been in
dirculation the postmark adds value to the
stamp. BEngraving companies have some-
times made contracts with small countries
to furnish them with a certain amount of
stamps free of cost, provided new designs
are ordered in a few months or a year. The
engravers repay themselves by selling a
small quantity to dealers at high prices.
That “expl«ins why some nations have
changed their stamps so often.
