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UNITED STATES TRADE. - o
A ‘General Survey of Feoreign Trade
and Its Comments.

Washington, Feb, TB.F-The

with the United States,” has just been
published. It says our foreign trade
to-day, as compared with that of re-
cent years, shows a gain remarkable,
because it has been achieved with but
little effort. The question for the fu-
ture, says the publication, is whether
we can hold the position we seem about
to ‘gain by means of economy or pro-
duction, greater labor efficiency ' and
cheap raw materialy,  or whether we
shall have to arm. ourselves with
weapons especially fashioned - for con-
trolling foreign trade, such as more sci-
entific export ,methods, better facilities
for ‘banking and transportation, more
liberal credits and manufacturing - for
particular markets with intelligent re-
zard to climatic and race requirements.

\ccording to United States treasury
returns, the imports of this country for
last year, in round pumbers, amounted
to $830,000,000, and the exports, $1,-
478,000,000, an increase of over $30,-
000,000 in the import trade, as compar-
ed with the preceding year, and of
$202,280,000 in exports. Of the ex-
ports, . the percentage of manufactured
goods rose to a very cousiderable ex-
tent, and our industrial growth con-
tinued last year at a rapid pace, ena-
bling us to take less finished goods from
other countries and to furnish more.
The relative cheapness of TUnited
States products has given them pre-em-
inence, it is shown, and the remarka-
ble of the foreign demand for
our iron and steel is cited as a strik-
ing instence of what undercutting in
prices will do.

The entrance of the South into the
trade of the Orient is spoken of as a
novel feature of expansion. The ac-
quisition of the Hawaiian and the Phil-
ippine Islands, it is declared, has con-
verted our Pacific Slope from a mere
outpost of trade into a hive of com-
merce; while Cuba _and Porto Rico of-
fer the Southern States a convenient
stepping stone to Latin-American trade.

RUSSIAN SUGAR.

{ Protests Against Its Bei'i:lg Taxed by

United States as “Bounty Aided.”

‘Washington, Feb. 13.—The state de-
partment and treasury department are
being deluged with telegrams from vast
business interests protesting ‘against
the imposition of: the countervailing
duty on sugar imported from Russia.
Nearly all the correspondents urge that
such action on the part of the United
States will prove runinous to our export
trade . with iluesia, which has already
attained to large proportions with prom-
ise of an increased fufure, as the Si-
berian x:aﬂvgay and the trans-Pacific
steamship lines open up. Inquiry at the
department, named showed that the Sec-
retary of the Treasury took this step
as set out in his letter, with great re-
luctance, and ouly after the most pa-
tient investigation into the merits of
the case. .

Opinions of Some of the Fish
Canners. on 'the Suly-
; jecty’ o

Some Favor Having a Law Com-
pelling Marking  Before
Shipment.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, Feb. 13.—The question of
compulsory labeling of salmon cans is
being talked of among canners, the mat-
ter being brought up owing to the well-
known fact that last year a great deal of
wrong labeling 'was purposely done, while
75 per cent. of the cans sent to England
were labelled when they got to their
destination,' as ‘“put up speclally for”’
some KEnglish firm; so that very often
the dehcgous sockeyes caught on the
Fraser did British Columbia little or no
good, as far as advertising the country
is concerned.

Mr. Winch referred to the wholesale
wrongful labeling of salmon that he
kqew had taken place, and said he cer-
tainly thought that a law should be
passgd to prevent this practice, as the
province would eventually be much in-
jured by it. As regards the compulsory
labeling of cans, the only difficulty would
be with the firms in England. They say
that if cans are sent to them labeled,
they would simply have to scrape off the
labels and put their own on, and they
would not pay for the additional cost of
labeling. Mr. Winch gave it as Ris
opinion that if the legislature passed the
act and these people were notified, they
would soon get tired of scratching off
the labels. Mr. Winch said that in the
United States false labeling had reached
the stage that. buyers, unless they were
thoroughly well posted, did not very
often know what they were getting.
+Mr. Burnett approved of a law com-
pelling canners to Ilabel their products;
but as for compulsory labeling, he
thought the canners would, in the case
of 75 per cent. of the pack, just lose the
price of the labels, for the English firms
who purchased the salmon would only
pay for it minus the value of the’label,
for they would not sell a can that had
not their own label attached. :He be-
lieved, however, as far as the canners
were concerned, that, were they labeled
in British Columbia, some . measure
should be taken by the legislature to
prevent the fraudulent practices now in
vogue. He had no doubt that in some
instances wrongful labeling: had = been
practised on the Fraser river; and he
had not the least-doubt that it was prac-
tised, to the discredit of the province,
elsewherg » .

Several other canners - interviewed
briefly stated that, generally speaking,
compulsory labeling would a good
thing for the provinee and the eanners.

the Marquis of Londonderry; the King
and Queen; respectively attended by the
master of the horse, the ‘lord steward,
and the lords and ladies in waiting, fol-
lowed by the pages ‘of honor; the cap-
tain of the yeomanry of the guard, gold
stick, the captain of the gentlemen at
arms, silver stick in waiting, the field
officer in waiting, with officers, gentle-
men at arms, and yeomanry of the guard
closing the procession.
After the King is robed, with the
Duke of Devonshire (Lord President of
the  Council) ecarrying = the Imperial
crown, the procession will advance into
the house of peers, the cap of mainten-
ance being borne before the King on the
right hand of the sword of state. 'When
the King is seated on the throne, ‘the
Duke of Devonshire, bearing the cap of
maintenance, will' stand on the steps of
the throne. On the right of the King
will be the Marquis of Londonderry,
with the'sword of state; on the left will
be the Lord Steward.  The other offi-
cers of the household will arrange
themselves on each side of the throne,
in rear of the great officers of state.
When the King retires, the procession
will retire to the robing room and thence
to the state carriage in the same order.
King Edward and Queen Alexandra,
according to Truth, will leave England
during March to visit the Dowager Em-
press Frederick: As already cabled, they
will also visit the Grand Duke and
Duchess of Hesse, and they will spend
the Baster holidays at Copenhagen.

Paris, Feb. 12.—The striking tailors
and dressmakers had another meeting
this afternoon; about 600 were preseat.

The strikers thereupon
decided to march in procession through
the Rue de la Paix and call on the work-
ing. people to leave the workshops in
spite of their employers. The strikers
on emerging into the street singing
“Y,a Marseilles,” were met by the po-
lice, who dispersed them after several
conflicts, during which a number of
working girls were roughly handled. Sev-
eral tailors who interposgd were bru
and arrested.

SENATOR McKINDSEY DEAD.

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The King’s'
First Speech

Makes Important Announce-
ments in Opening Imperial
Parliament.

Refers .0 Duke of Cornwall’s
Visit to Australia and
Canada.

London, Feb. 14.—Parliament was
opened this afternoon by the King in
person. His Majesty was accompanied
by Queen Alexandra, the Duke of York
and Cornwall, the Duke of Connaught,
and many otheérs of the royal family,

The route of the royal party, which
lay through the Mall, the Horse Guards’
parade, Whitehall and Parliament street,
was guarded by five thousand soldiers.
Thousands of Londoners ‘packed .St.
James’ Park, bordered the route of the
procession, and filled windows, stands
and roofs.

The great officers of state and others,
who were to take part in the ceremony,
assembled in order to receive Their
Majesties. TUpon the King and Queen
alighting fromm the state carriage, the ;
procession was formed, and proceeded |
to . the 'robing-room ‘in the following ;
crder: Pursuivants, heralds, the King’s ‘
equerries, gentlemen ushers, grooms-in-
waiting, officers of the household, flanked
by the sergeants-at-arms, the Lord Privy
Seal, the Iord High Chancellor, the
Black Rod, the Garter King-at-Arms, the
Earl Marshal, the Lord Chamberlain, the
sword of state,” carried by the Marquis
of Londonderry: the King and Queen
and Princess Vietoria, respectively at-
tended by the Master of the Horse, the
Lord Steward and the Lords-in-Waiting;
the Gaptain of the Yeoman of the |

The King and robed procession ad-
vanced to the House of ords in the order
detailed.

The Black Rod, Gen. Sir Michael Bid-
dulph, reached the House of Commons
at 2:20 p. m.; and the members, headed
by the Speaker, Mr. William Court
Gully, proceeded to the House of Lords.

THE SPEECH.

The King’s speech was as follows:

My Lords and Gentlemen:—I address
you for the first time at a moment of
national sorrow, when the whole country
is mourning the irreparable loss we have
so recently sustained, and which has
fallen with peeculiar severity mpon my-
; My  beloved  mother, during. ber
d. glorious - reign, has set an

monarch shodld be,
desire to walk in her foptsteps.

Amidst this public and private grief
it ‘is’ satisfactory to me to be abl: to
assure you that my relations with vther
powers continue friendly.

The war in South Africa is not yet
entirely terminated, but the capitals of
the eneniy and his principal lines of
communication are in my possession; and
measures have been taken which will, 1
trust, enable my troops to deal effeetively |
with the forees by which they are still
opposed. 1 greatly regret the loss of
life and expenditure of treasure due to
the fruitless guerilla warfare maintained
by Boer partizans in the former terri-
tories of the two republics. . Their early
submisgion is much to be desired in their
own interests, and until it takes place it
will be impossible for me to establish in
those_colonies the institutions which will
secure the equal rights of all the ‘white
inhabitants, and protection and justiec
for the native population. .

The eapture of Pekin' by the allied
forces and the happy release of those
who were besiéged in the Indian lega-
tions, results to which my Indian troops
and my naval forees largely contributed,
have been followed by the submission
of the/Chinese government te the de
mands insisted on by the powers, Nego-
tiations, are proceeding regarding the
fhanner in which compliance with these
demands is to be effected. ;

The establishmeny of the Australian
Commonwealth was proclaimed at Syd-
ney - with many manifestations of
popular enthusiasm and rejoicing. My
deeply loved and lamenfed mother had
assented to the visit of the Duke of
Cornwall and York to open the first par-
liament of the Commonwealth.
son, especiaily at
such a moment, eannot be otherwis2 than
deeply painful. - But 1 still desire fo
give effect to Her late Majesty's wishes,
and as an evidence of her interest, as
well as of my own in all that concerns
the welfare of my subjects beyond tihe
seas, I have decided that the visit to
Australin shall not be abandoned, and
shall be- extended to New Zealand «nd
the Dominion of Canada. b ‘

The prolongation of hostilities in
South Africa has led me to make a fur-
ther call on ‘the patriotism and devotion
of Canada ahd Australasia. I rejoice
that my request has met with a prompt
and loyal response, and large additional
contingents from those colonies will em-
bark for the seat of war at an early
date.

The expedition organized for the sup-
pression of the rebellion in Ashanti was
crowned with signal success. The en-
durance and gallantry of my native
troops, ably commanded by Sir James
Willcocks and led by British officers,
have overcome both the stubborn resist-
ance of one of the most warlike tribes
of West Africa and the exceptiopal diffi:
culties of the climate and season of the
country in which the  operations were
conducted. The garrison of Kumassi,
which was besieged by the ememy, has
been relieved after a prolonged and gal-
lant defence. The principal kings have
surrendered, and the chief impediment to
the progress of the development of this
rich portion of my West African pos-
sessions has mow, I hope, been finally
removed.

The sufferings and mortality caused by
the prolonged drought in a+large portion
of my Indian empire have.’been ’greatl,v
alleviated by a season’s rainfally’ but I

London, Feb. 12.—A special despatch
from Pretoria says Gen. Dewet crossed
the Orange river north of Norval’s Pont
on Sunday night, going in the direction
of Philipstown. The British are follow-
ing.

Gen. Kitchener, in a despatch from
Pretoria, dated February 12, says:

“ French has captured a convoy of 50
wagons and 15 carts, and has made 42
prisoners.
