territory and the portion lying in Can­
ada; and that in all other respects the 
claimants were shown to have no chance 
of success owing to the decision, in the 
case of Lees v. Ottawa and New York 
Railway company, decided by Chief 
Justice Meredith and two associate 
judges, in Ontario, about a year ago.

Mr. Higgins, in reply, cited the pro­
visions of the Railway Act relied on by 
the claimants, and also several cases de­
cided by the House of Lords in England 
and by the Supreme Court of Canada, 
establishing the right of action claimed, 
and showing that the decision of the On­
tario court could not be sustained, as it 
was contrary to a long line of high 
authorities directly opposite to its terms; 
also raising the question that the rail­
way company had received a Canadian 
charter through the disputed territory 
and were bound by its terms.

In giving his decision, Mr. justice 
Martin declined to be bound by the On­
tario case, pointing out that it appeared 
to have been air unargued case, and that 
the attention of the Ontario çourt had 
not been directed to the important sec­
tions of the act and to the authorities 
bearing on the .question. He further 
held that the statements of claim dis­
closed good canses of action arising un­
der the terms of the Railway Act- In

VERDICT FOR PLAINTIFF.

Damages Awarded by Jury in Night- 
ingale Cases.

Vancouver. 'Feb. 6.—(Special)—Bight 
thousand dollars damages was awarded 
by the jury in the case of Nightingale y. 
Union Colliery company. The case has 
lasted three days and a large number 
of witnesses have been examined.

Justice Irving went into the evidence 
exhaustively. In summing up he re­
ferred to witnesses who stated that the 
bridge was unsafe and that the accident 
which caused the death of Nightingale 
was due to an axle breaking and the 
sudden pressure, end on, of a heavy 
train, plus the speed, causing the bridge 
to. beiid ont like a match being broken 
between finger and thumb, a pressure 
that no bridge could stand.
