‘‘While everybody up and down the
Island has hailed with great pleasure
the announmeement that Victeria is go-
ing to take some definite action to bring
the matter of Island development to a
focus, there is only one doubt, inspired
by the sad fact that Victoria has start-
ed so many things and accomplished so
little. ;

“Victoria has been identified with so
many movements which “petered out”
after a brief fever of talk and -excite-
ment, that we are inclined to wait and
see what this nmew movement amongst
the good people of the .capital will
amount to before expecting too much.

“Everybody hopes that semething will
be done, but will it? We shall see—
if we live long enough. ®Press opinion
in all parts of the Island seems to be
pretty unanimous upon the subject of
‘the railway as the means of opbening up
the wilderness North of this portion of
Vancouver Island.

“It all depends what kind of “deal”
the people make with the builders
whether the people or the builders :are
to be congratulated on the achievement.”

The Nanaimo Free Press of Friday,
said, editorially:

Treaty Signed By 'Unlted States
and British Representatives
to Settle It.

Information Not Definite Enough
to Determine Basis of
Agreement.

Attempt to Be Made to Pass
it Through Washington Sen-
ate Speedily.

Washington, Jan. 24.—~United States
Secretary Hay and Sir Michael Her-
bert, British ambassador, today signed
a treaty providing for the settlement
of the Alaskan boundary question. Ef-
forts in this direction have been put
forth for a long time, the pressure com-
ing from both sides, the Canadian min-
ers being anxious to get through from
the Klondike to the sea without passing

through United States territory, and th_e
United States insisting wupon their
right to the coast line and the control
of the ports. ;

The treaty signed today provides foT
the reference of all. these boundary
questions to a mixed tribunal of jurists.
three on each side, to determine the in-
terpretation to be placed on the treaty
of 1825 between Great Britain and Rus-
sia, which defined the boundaries between
British America and Alaska. The pro-
position is virtually the same as that
prought forward by the United States
members of the joint high commussion
which met in Washington three years
ago, which was then refused by the
British and Canadian representatives. It
has taken three years to obtain the con-
sent of the British and Canadian gov-
ernments to adjust the boundary dis-
pute on this basis. ‘It is understood
that the treaty has been drawn up af-
ter thorough consultation with leading
members of the Senate of both political
parties, the administration desinng to
do everything possible in advance to se-
cure its ratification.

The commission proposed is curious in
composition, consisting of an equal
number of members upon each side,

the deciding vote. No other terms of
arbitration would have been acceptable
to the people of the Northwest, who see
in this arrangement a practical extinc-
tion of any chance of a decision hostile
to their plans. On the other hand, to
get a verdict favorable to the United
States claim, the case of the United
States must be so strongly presented as
to win the support of at least one of
the Canadian contingent.

Temporary Calm at Maracaibo
After the Shelling of
Forts.

Report That German Coasul
Has Been Murdered Is
Denied.

Maracaibo, Venezuela, Jan. 24.—A
boat with a representative of the Asso-
ciated Press on board which was sent
from there yesterday to Kort San Car-
los, returned to Maracaiby at 11 o'clock
this morning bringing news that the
German warships had not shelled the
tort since 'Thursday night. When the
boat lett San Carlos the German cruls-
er Panther was the oniy war vessel in
sight. (She was about one mile from
the bar. The village of San Carlos, con-
sisting of S0 houses built of wood and
straw, and inhabited by about 250 fish-
er folk, was totally burned as the re-
sult of havisg been set on fire by the
explosion of shells from the warships.

“I'he garrison of !San ‘Carlos, number-
ing 239 men was still holding the fort
when the boat left the island. -As the
walls of the fort are low near the wat-
er line, they are still in good condition
except on the sea side. The Panther
on Mhursday tried on two occasions tO
pass through the channel in front of
the fort, but desisted from so doing
probably owing to the danger of navi-
gating those waters or for some other
reason unknpown. . :

The German cruiser Vineta, as this
despatch is sent is, according to reports
current here, at Willex_nstadt, Curacoa,
were she has been cabling to Berlin for
instructions.

Maracaibo, Jan. 23.—At 2 o’clock this
afternoon Fort San Carios is in the pos-
session of government forces and thc
bombardment of the German warships
is still going on. There has been no
material change in the situation. 'l‘he‘;
gunboat Panther was the only vessel to
come inside the bar. Communication
with the fort is very difficult. Great ex-
citement prevails.

Berlin, Jan. 23.—Commodore Sched-
der, commander of the German fleet in
Venezuelan waters, officially reports the
bombardment of Kort San .

the 17th instaut, while the Panther was
passing the Maracaibo bar, she was un-
expectedly attacked by Fort San Car-
los, which opened a;heavy fire on her.
To this the Pamther replied and a can-
nonade was exchanged for half an hour.
Owing to the difficulty of navigation,
the Panther then desisted. In order to
exact an immediate punishment for this
attack, the more so as the Venezuelan
government had proclaimed it a victory,
I bombarded the fort wich the Vineto on
the 21st and destroyed it.

TLondon, Jan. 24.—In g despatch from
Willemstadt, Curacao, tRe correspondent
of the Daily Mail says

On Wednesday the German gunboat
Panther, which was insecurely anchored
off San Carlos, moved in close to the
Castillo battery, which fired one shot as
a warning. ‘I'he Panther disregarded
the hint. Another shot was fired from
the Castillo battery  Thereupon the
Panther opened fire and continued the
cannonade for half an hour, when she
retired. The Vineta immediately began
a heavy bombardment of Fort San
(arlos, seriously damaging the fort and
the houses in the vicinity.”

La Guayra, Jan. 23.—The former
Venezuelan gunboat Xestaurador, now
in the possession of the Germans, ar-
rived here. at 2 o’clock this atteérnoon
from Porto Cabello, and anchored near
the shore. Her presence caused great
popular indignation. At 3_o’clock sey-
eral rifle shots were heard in the dis-
tance. Shortly afterwards the Res-
taurador left her anchorage and moved
to a position outside the harbor, and
under the protection of the guns of the
British eruiser Tribune. The Restaura-
dor has been armed, equipped and man-
ned by the Germans since her capture.
Her anchoring close into the shore was
taken by the populace, in view of the
nfaracaibo occurrences, as a direct pro-
vocation to retaliation. It is not known
where the rifle shots of this afternoon
were fired from, but it is believed that
the precaution of the Restaurador In
moving away from the shore was time-
ly. as_the hungry unemployed populace
of La Guayra, excited by recent events
and driven to desperation by the con-

FIGHTING THE PLAGUE.
Mexican Authorities Striving to Stamp
It Out.

Y.os Angeles,. 'Cal.,, Jan. 23.—Charles
M. Rhodes, of Philadelphia, a capitalis:
interested ‘n mining property near the
city of Mazatlan, Mexico, has arrived at
d.0s Angeles. He was obliged to char-
ter a steamer to go from Mazatlan to
Guaymas, where his party was quarau-
tined for ten days.

Mr. Rhodes says; “In Mazatlan the
plague is confined, to the peon class of
natives even to the apparent exclusion
of the few 'Chinese. Of course, a panic
has been created among the population
and thousands of people have fled to the
mountains. ° The quarantine at Guay-
mas was very thorough, and I see no
reason why the pecple of Southern Caii-
forria need have any fear of the spread
of the plague this way, from Mexico.
{Guaymas was thoroughly cleaned by
the authorities, and presents an ideal
aspect from a sanitary peint of view.

“In Mazatlan, the centre of the plague,
the sanitary conditions are deplorable,
and it may be a hard matter to stamp it
out among the miserably poor people of
the place. ™The Mexican authorities
have appropriated $100,000 for tignting
the plague in Mazatian, and every house
in which the disease exists is burned
aith its contents.
