A. M. Tay-
son, proprietor -of thhe Vancouver Fish
Market, in speaking 'of this subjeet,
states that it is interesting to note that
the salt water shad so highly prized in
many restaurants has apparently come

to stay. He says that 1900 he had four } 2m

shad for sale as a curiostiy. In 1901 he
managed to get hold of a couple of doz-
en, and they were purehased in prefer
ence to any other fish at that timej per-
haps on account of their rarity. In 1902
‘he secured two or three score and in
1903 he had for sale 150 by actual count.
This year the supply almost equals the
demand, he having sold several hundred.
Mr. Tysen believes that in a few years
shad will be .as numerous as salmoun.
Some believe that these hundreds of fish
are the offspring of those first dozen
shad that struck these waters some time
ago. Others believe that the pioneers of
1900 simply went back to the ocean and
advertised British Columbia as a good
spawning ground. Shad have one fault,
they are full of small bones, but if eare.
is used the flesh will be found firm,
sweet and as tasty as any other fish.

The official report that
Brigadier-General Fomin of General
Orloff’s division was dead ‘and the sub-
sequent development that he is only
severely wounded reveals the extent of
confusion ifito which Orloff’s division
was thrown. General Fomin is in ‘the
hospital at Harbin. General Kuropatkin
has just presented colors to the Niuth
Siberian division, commanded by Gen-
eral Kongratsvitch, which was formed
just before the war. There was no time
previously to preépare colors for this di-
vision, which fought bravely at Wafan
without them. .

FearfulDeath
List ln Wreck

Fifty People Are Killed ‘and One
Hundred and Twenty Five -
Injured.

Two -Trains Running at Thirty
Miles an Hour Crash
Together.

Coaches Fliled With Dead aud
Injured and Réscue Work
Ditficuit. ?

Knoxville; Teun., §ept. 24.—Tlié most
disastrous railway kunown 'to tius
section occurred at 7:15 0’clock Li.s
morning on the Southern Railway about
one and one-eighth miles west of Hodges
station and eighteel ahd one-half mises
east of Knoxville. The result. of the
collision of two passenger trains is that
about fifty people are dead amu ove:
125 injured. The coiliding traius weiv
east-bound through passenger trains, No.
12 from Chattanooga to Salisbury, N.
C., leaving Knoxville at 9:35 a. m., and
west-bound local passenger train No. 15
from Bristol to Kunogyille, due to arrive
here at 11 a, m. Adcording to the best
information the wreck was due to a fail-
ure of the crew of the west-bouud train
to carry out its orders to meet the eas:-
bound passenger at Hodges station. la-
stead of taking the. siding at Hodovsy
it proceeded toward Knoxville. Both
traius were running on time and with
a speed of about thirty miies an hout.
The locomotives were demolished and
the ‘major portion of each train was

completely wrecked with the exception

of the Pullman sleepers, none-of which
left the track. The coaches were filled
with dead and injured and the rescue
work was accomplished with great diffi-
culty. A wrecking..special relief train
left this city as soon as possible after
the news of thd disaster had been re-
ceived here. The removal of the wreck-
age and the rescuing of the dead and
wounded commenced immediately - after
the arrival of this train.

12. "The track .and equipment were in
first-clgss condition and the crews were
old and frusted employees, having been
in. the service of the company some 20

years, . The' killed and injured occupied

the coaches. ' There were four sleep-
ers qu  the east-bound train, mnone of
which left the rails and their passengers
were uninjured. Surgeons and purses
were promptly- sent to the scene and
every atteution is being given to the
injured.

Hundreds of persons were attracted
from Hodges station, Newmarket and
the many farmhouses in the vicinity of
the wreck and they rendered every pos-
sible assistance. The dead and injured
were placed on a special train .and
brought to Knoxville." About five of the
injured died while en- route to this city.
Some were taken to the Knoxville gen-
eral hospital and others to the homes of’
their friends. A local undertaker had
received orders to have 150 cots in
readiness, and these were at Munson-
street crossing, where the dead aund in-
jured were removed from the train. One
of the passengers stated that the wreck
oceurred without the least warning and
that the trains were telescoped.
