Dr. Fagan Says Whole Project Is ‘lmperillerl Owing to

“Indifference born of ignorance,”’ are
the words with whieh Dr. J. 8. Fagan
describes the astitude of the general pub-
lic towards the scheme for the estab-
Jshwent of a British Columbia sani-
torium for the treatment of tuberculosis
patients. The people do not realize, he
says, the great importance of the move-
wment to every individual residing in this
gection, or any part, of the Canadian
West. 1t was not umderstood to what
extent the ravages of the White Plague

The Board of Trade members were
sirenuously endeavoring to obtain bet-
ter protection for mariners against the
dangers of the west coast of Vsmcouver
Island. - That was proper. Bat it was
giicult, he thought, to reconcile their
getion in this respect to their hesitancy
to respond to the request of the Anti-
tuberculosis association for assistance.

This was only an illustratien, Dr. Fa-
gan said, of the apathy with which he
has had to contend since ‘the progosal to
establish such an institution in this prov-
ince was first mooted. What was the
reason for the prevailing lack of inter-
est? Ignorance of the disease, of the
contagious qualities of the germs, of its
prevalence and of the number actuslly
dying every year as a Tesnlt of its in-
roads. He had exhausted every person-
al effort in the effort to awaken people
to a senge of their responsibility. To a
dlight extent he had succeeded, but the
vast majority did not seem to grasp the
seriousness of the situation.

In an address delivered before the
Board of Trade it had been stated by
Dr. Davie that tuberculosis was. the
worst infliction, in the way of disease,
with which humanity had been encum-
bered. That was strictly correct. It
was- not at all too stromg. o obtain
full corroboration it was only necessary
to glance at the statistics. .

Despite everything that had .bean
done by him and these who bad kindly
proferred their co-operation, the public
remained unmoved. This faet could not
have been more strikingly demonstrated,
he pointed out, than by the attendance
at the last announeed meeti_ng of the
association. Three people had attend-
ed. That was an evidence of the interest
taken and showed the difficulties which
had to be surmounted before a fupd suf-
ficiently lirge to enable a eommence-

Such & condition of affairs, Dr. Fagan
thought, should not prevail. The mem-
hers of the Anti-tuberculosis associa-
tion were not demanding large subscrip-
tions. Everyone was asked to help. As
long as those directly concerned in the
earrying out of the project felt that they
had the su%)port of the general public of
British Celumbia, tney would feel that:
they had accor ed an end which
would lead to the successful culmina

WAR ON CATHOLICS

Expels Papal Delegate and Causes,"Exqit%nicnt ‘and Con-
sternation at the Vatican—Premier Clemenceau
Receives Popular Support

Rome, Dec. 11.—There is great ex-
citement at the Vatjcan because of the
situation in France, and news from that
country is eagerly awaited. )

The Pope today received Cardinal Vin-
cent Van Nuttelli and in the course of
the conversation it is said the Vatican
declined responsibility for what might
bappen in France. ! :

It is believed here that the coming
conflicts may prove more serious than
those which-occurred at the time of the
taking of the imventories.

Delegate Expelled

The expulsion from France of Mgr.
Montagnini, secretary of the Papal nun-
ciature at Paris, who has represented the
Vatican at thte French capital since the
recall of the nuneio, has caused not only
astonishment but consternation at the
Vatican. According to the Vatican of-
ficials, this step is an evident praof that
the French government wishes not only
to strike at the ehurgh as g religious in-
stitution, but to represent it as an en-
emy of the republic and allied with the
republic’s foes. Furthermore, e offi-
cials characterize this step as taken in a
spirit of meanness, as the French gov-
ernment knows the Vatican egnnot,_bg—
cause of its position, indulge in a simi-
lar action as a repﬁsgl, with the indi-
vidual who is looking after the French
interests in Rome.

Adds to Difficulty

The fact that diplematic relations be-
tween France and the Vatican were rup-
tured two years ago,, adds to the difficul-
ty of the Vatican. M. Nisard, the last
ambassador of Hrance to the Holy See
baving left Rome in 1904. Mgr. Mon-
tagnini stayed in Paris aftfr the de-
parture of the Papal nuncio, In order to
deal with certain matters pending be-
tween France and the echurch. It is
observed here tonight that possibly Mgr.
Montagnini remained in Paris too long.
A curious phase of the situation is that
Mgr. Montagnini being an Italian su
ject, any protest against his expulsion
or the searching of his house, must be
communicated to the French government
through the Italian government.

Fortified
by such resolutions, the Post declares,
the colonial premiers might press this
matter at the colonial cenference to be
held next April.

There was a riotous demonstration at
Nancy today while the bishop was mov-
ing out of his residence. A crowd of
two thousand accompanied the officials
to the residence, hooting them constant-
ly.. The bishop will be prosecuted on
the charge of assaulting a policeman be-
cause he laid his hand upon a police-
man’s shoulder while he was leaving his
residence.

Vatican Forces Mobilized

Rome, Dee. 12.—The Vatican author-
ities qualify the action of the French
government in having Mgr. Montagnini
accompanied to the frontier by police,
as being “an odious action, showing a
_desire to inflict humiliation on those who,
because of their weakness, cadnot retali-
ate.” It is believed that even now, net-
withstanding the gravity of the situa-
tion, France would not find it diffienlt to
conciliate the Vatican if negotiations
were opened. Meanwhile all the Vatiean
forces have been mobilized to:take part
in the campaign., Even Father Wernz,
the general of the Jesuits, has jeined the
belligerents.

The last instruetions sent to the
French clergy are, in substamce, that
they are to look upon the sitmation from
its worst aspect and organize private re-
lizigus services.

Gray, B. C. L. S, who spent the past/
summer in that country with the pro-
vincial government’s survey party.

For stock-raising and
general agricultural pursuits, Mr. Gray
says, it would be hard to find finer
tracts of land.

He clainfs that in
the Bulkley Valley alone it would be
pessible to find room for no less than
100,000 .settlers, and each of that num-

Mr. Gray submitted the appended
brief but interesting statement, which
embodied the results of the investiga-
tions in which he hus tﬁlcm engaged
during the past few months:

cleared and cultivated more, these

“At present the means of trans-
portation are somewhat limited, but
with the advent of the railway the
northern ecountry, from Tete Jaune
| Pass right through to the Skeena
| River, will eventually be one of the
{finest portions of the province for
'agricultural pursuits. If the settlers
will put up with some discomforts and
lack of transportation for a short time,
as all the old pioneers had to do for
years, they will reap a rich reward.”
