Stoppage of U. 8. Mafl Matter In Britain

WASHINGTON, Aug. 11,—A somewhat
.Emted correspondence is passing between
the postal authorities of Great Britain *and
the chief postoffice inspector of the United
States in regard to th- stoppage of de-
livery of certain mail matter arriving in
Great Britain from the United States.
The Britisk postoffice aunthorities. not only
prohibit the circulation through the mail
of American newspaper containing matter
