Giaisel failed 1o start, The others rowed
wver the course, despite several signals from
ithe referee’s boat to return,

Teemer worked hard
and gradually gained on Roas to the finish,
coming in @ length and a half ahead
McKay was third, The time was not
teken, .and when the men came to the
finish they were surprised to learn that the
race had to be rowed over,
More than tbe ordivary amount of difi.
«culfy was experienced in getting the rowers
mmto pofition agaio, and on stcount of the
exhausted condition of those who nad pulled
over the course they were allowed ten min-
utes to rest themselves. McKay acd two
orhe? ‘were slow in getting into position,
but. Gmaly got there, The start was made
A% 6.50 o'clock, and it was so dark that the
®en could not be distinguished by their
.enlors, - The start was a fair one, twelve of
mﬁ:mhnnt- giviug a stroke in concert,
‘ nlan being in advance ot the others,
Before the first quarter-mils buoy was
reached he was two lengths ahead and was
nulliog 36 strokes to che minute, Hosmer,
R8s, McKay and Teemer followed in a
buuch, Woss slightly leading. So close
were these men that fears of a foul were
entertained, but as they sped sloug they
sspread apart and Ross gradually increased
his lead to two lengths, The other men
‘were scattered over the river, with Riley,
Elliots snd McKay bringivg up the rear,
. When the turn was reached Hanlan had
increased his lead to abcut five lengths,but
fate was against him, and through some un-
known ciuse be was swamped. His boat
wag filled with water, but be worked with
greater effort, and held his lead uutil the
steamer Canadocas cut bv him and forced
him to drop his oars, Eliott and Hamm
wers also swamped, Ross, Hosmer and
Teemer, whose positions were on the oppo-
site side of the siver, quickly overtcok and
).yll"vd the champion, These three were so
far in advance of the others that the rest
despaired of getting positions in the race,
The contes; between them was a fine spec-
tscle. All three were in a heap and hvgged
the west shore, Teemer, who got inside and
was l+at, gradually forged ah-ad and won,
finisaing two seconds in advanoce of Russ,
seonad, with Hosmer ¢hird, Tims, 18 28
18,30, 18.35. .

At the conciusion of the race there was a
coatroversy betwesu Ross and Termef as to
who was winner on account of the obliqus
position of the finish. Ross claimell that
Teemer did not eross the line, but his ob-
Jjection was not sustained. ’i‘he prizas of

during the day, and that doneon Saturday
was with Hanlan barred. Hosmer wes the
favorite, but little morey was placed on

" bhim. Riley, who had been doing some big

1tot. who are matched for & race, were at
the tail end.

Hanlan feels badly over the result of the
contest, and during an interview after the
race sad his defeat was owiog to his posi-
tion a% the start. “I was not hit with a
saond bag, I was not poisoncd, I used no
saw,” said he, ‘““but I was beaten on my
merits.” He states that prior to his ar-
rival there he was notfinjproper condition to
row, but felt called upon to be equal to any
engsgement he had made eary in the
season, and he believed that b:fore the
season closed he would be de‘eated,
