COLLIDED WITH AN ICEBERG.
The Beacon Lights’ Experience in a Fog
on the Grand Banks.

New YoRrg, May 20.—The new ocean
steamer Beacon Lights, which arrived here
to-day from Newcastle-on-Tyne,collided with
an iceberg 600 feet” long and 90 feet high
during a dense fog on May 14 on the Grand
Banks. The vessel was moving very
slowly but. the crash ‘' was tremendous.

The steam pumps and the fact
that several tanks remained intact kept the
ship from sinking.

A Blow to Cornell.

‘WASHINGTON, May 20,—By the judgment
of the United States Supreme Court in the
Fiske will case Cornell University is deprived
of more than a million dollars. This ends a
legal controversy that began years ago.
Mrs. Jennie McGraw Fiske, daughter of
John McGraw and wife of Professor Willard
Fiske, bequeathed the bulk of her wealth to
Cornell. A liberal bequest was also made by
her father. The wills were contested by her
husband on the ground that the university
was limited by its charter in the amount of
property it might hold and that it had al-
y reached that limit., This view is
affirmed by the court and hence the money

goes to the heirs instead of the institution.
