Dear Dr. Bumxs,—I beg to acknowledge the
receipt of the letter of city clerk, dated Jan.

The object of the examination was to
test the rability of the candidates to per-
form an aﬁmlysis and if they bhad convérsed with
all the analysts in Canada during the whole time
1 do not think that the result would be altered.,

One of the candidates came to me before com-
mencing the work of examination and asked
leave to fetch some notes, which he said he did
not understand he was at liberty to bring, and
with which the other candidates were supphed. T
gave him leave to bring his whole library of
notes and text books if he thought fit. He- then
went away and returaed in about an hour (not
three) with some notes. As to whether these
notes were headed * Heys’ Laboratory * I do not
know nor care, nor do I’ know what heading the
notes of thie other candidates contained.

Lastly, I may poiot out to the Local Board of
Health that I am.indisposed to submit to further
questioning on the subject of the fairpess of the
examination, I haye already informed the board
that I have copsidered the statements made !
