He held that 
the sub-committee should give full informa
t'<Mayor Clarke, Aid. Shaw and the chair­
man said they had no objection to telling the 
committee all they knew, but did not want 
the press to get hold of It It would not be 
fair either to the present tenders or the city.

Mr. J. K. Kerr, Q.C., came forward and 
said that so far as his company 
earned, it certainly would not tender again.

Mr. J. A. Holt representing the Manning- 
Company, tried to get a word in 

edgeways, but was shut out. Aid. Leslie 
moved that the press be expelled and the 
secrets unfolded to the aldermen in secret 
session. This was adopted by practically a 
unanimous vote, and the private discussion 
commenced at 9.45.

The secret session lasted until 11.35, when 
the following information was doled out to 
the press.

The committee has adopted, the report of 
the sub-committee, also the amended specifi­
cation, and appointed a sub-committee com­
posed of Aid. Joiliffe, J. E. Verrai and Bell 
to go over the accounts and if they are satis­
fied with them they are to be paid forthwith.

One of the amendments to the specifications 
reads thus: ^

No car shall be run on the Lord’s Day until 
a Sunday, service has been approved of by 
the citizens by a vote taken on the question.

It was further resolved to permit alterna­
tive tenders to be sent in, the date of opening 
them to be May 20. Pending the final settle­
ment of the future of the road the city will 
run it, but there is to be no change in the 
present system either in length of working 
hours or any other detail of management. 
This means civic control of the system for at 
least a mouth, and possibly forever.

This is the bombshell which was hoisted 
into the camp at the meeting of the council 
of the Ontario College of Pharmacy yester­
day morning. “There will probably be much 
litigation over the matter,” said a prominent 
pharmacist to The World yesterday.

The council resumed its session at 1L All 
were present. Outside the students, who are 
down on President Clark of Hamilton and 
Vice-President Hall of Woodstock, 
loud demonstrations, raising groans for 
gentlemen. Principal Shuttle worth officially 
interfered and the boys kept quiet until the 
noon recess, when some further disturbance 
was made.

8. Is the list specified in bylaw No. 10 a voters’ 
list, and if so. at what time must it be issued?

4. Is the list identical with the list specified in 
the act, as ordered to be published on June 15?

5. I would also request a statement defining the 
latest date at wbfch the annual fee may be paid, 
and at the saorvnme preserve the right to vote 
to the members or the college.

The letter caused quite a flutter. A 
motion to discuss it in committee of the 
whole was lost, and finally this resolution 
evaded the point:

Speeches from the candidates were then in 
order.

Mr. Maughan said if elected he would 
assiduously look after the interests of St 
George’s ward specially and the city gener­
ally. During the nine years he represented 
the ratepayers in the council he endeavored 
to do this. The ratepayers knew his record 
and he would leave the result confidently in 
their hands.

Mr. Flett made an admirable little 
He stated he had been in business 
ward for 12 years and knew its requirements. 
It would be no easy task to fill the position so 
worthily occupied by the late Aid. Gillespie, 
one of the most able, courageous and inde­

dent men that ever represented St. 
George’s Ward. He was ever on the alert 
to guard and protect the interests of the city. 
There was nothing luke-warm about him, 
nor was he a cipher at the City Hall, and it 
would be a difficult task to adequately fill 
the vacant post One thing their iate mem­
ber was very solicitous about was the city 
debt. This now amounted to $16,000 (?) and 
there was every probability that it would 
become larger. But it ought to be kept 
down. [Hear, hear.] “I am not,” said the 
candidate, “in favor of curtailing necessary 
expenditures, but a watchful eye must be 
kept on the finances. Taxation is very heavy 
on the citizens; it has almost reached the 
extreme limit which the ratepayers can bear. 
It will be part of my duty to see that the 
citizens are not overloaded with taxation. 
Let Toronto flourish ; it is a great city, 
flourishing, spite of oppressive taxation, and 
I trust it will flourish more and more.”

Then Mr. Flett referred to the city water. 
•‘We have,” said he, “an unlimited supply of 
the best water in the world lying just in 
front of us. What have we in our houses 
to-day? Miserable and polluted water, which 
the citizens have had to boil before they dare 
drink it. There has been a feeling of dread 
and the cry has been ‘Don’t touch that 
water.’ I shall, if elected, consider it part 
of my duty to see if the citizens cannot have 
just as good and fresh and pure water as is 
found in the bay, and I will add at half the 
present price or less. [Applause.]

These articles have always 
been in the possession of Mr. White’s family, 
handed down from father to son, Mr. White 
being the lineal descendant of the chief who 
signed the treaty and his father being the 
last chief of the tribe.

Trade Looking Up.

The outlook for the trade of the country is 
favorable. It is apparent in every branch. 
In some more than in others. And those 
which show the most favorable indications 
are among the leading trades. The unsettled 
feeling which prevailed during the late elec­
tion campaign has vanished and the wheels 

, of commerce are again merrily revolving.
Money is becoming easier, and for legiti 

mate business purposes there is an abun­
dance. Remittances are being made with 
more promptness. The position of the banks, 
as revealed by the last monthly statements, 
Is more satisfactory than is usual at this time 
of the year. In fact the general outlook is 
healthier.

The condition of the Canadian farmer is 
not by any means on the verge of ruin. True, 
his cereal crop last year was barely an aver­
age one. But the enhanced value of his pro­
duce has more than made up for the discre­
pancy in this respect. During the past three 
or four months the price he has been receiv­
ing for his live stock, breadstuffs, fruity but­
ter and eggs has averaged several cents 
higher than for the corresponding period of 
1890. And the cost of his farm implements 
and necessaries of life has not increased 
either. The winter crops appear to have 
wintered well, and from the present outlook 
in Europe fairly good prices are anticipated 
for them.

The winter was favorable to storekeepers. 
Being seasonable it created an active de­
mand for all staple lines, and wholesale and 
retail merchants were enabled to work off 
the goods left over from the previous season 
besides their new stocks. This was particu­
larly so with regard to heavy woolens, furs, 
etc. As a result, stocks are lighter th an 
usual and liabilities less. Under these con­
ditions it is not surprising that the mer­
chants are more than usually hopeful in their 
views and hare been pleading urgency when 
ordering for the summer trade.

The mercantile outlook in the United 
States on the other hand is not so bright. 
Their own weekly trade reports reveal this, 

•end it is further demonstrated by the fact 
that some of the wholesale houses in the large 
commercial centres have curtailed their 
corps of travelers.

Canadians have nothing to fear. The 
. trade and commerce of the country is laid 

upon a solid foundation and all we need to 
increase the superstructure is confidence in 
ourselves. We shall gain nothing by looking 
towards Unde Sam for assistance. The 
lower in the scale our commerce the better 
be is pleased. __________________

The Waterworks Committee Enjoys a 
Lively Session.

The Waterworks Committee has the name 
of being the fighting committee of the coun­
cil of 189L It maintained its reputation at 
yesterday’s meeting, called for the trans­
action of general business. Aid. Hill was in 
tbe chair. Present: Aid. Kerr, Aden. George 
Verrai. Phillips, Park, Leslie, Rose, P ape, 
Bailey, Maloney, Gowanlock and the Mayor. 
The first squabble arose out of the question 
of accepting the tender of the Poison Iron 
Works Companÿ for the construction of the 
new steel lining for the present pumping 

Aid. Bailey and Park held the ten­
ders had been improperly called for. Aid. 
Kerr took issue with Aid. Bailev. and was 
told by the member from St. Stephen’s that 
he ought to behave as a gentleman. The 
Poison tender, $4900, was accepted after a 
great deal of bickering. .

Aid. Hall moved: That the bylaw defining
