ON THE WATEE SUPPLY.

Aqueduct Company Scooes a PointSpite of
the Ruling of the Chairman of Works
Ceader Block Not to Be Cremated—Ten-
ders for New Fire Halls—No Bridge at
Cherry-street.

Ald. Lamb and a full muster of the
members of the Board of Works dispos-
ed of a big batch of business at ‘the
ACity Hall yesterday afternoon.

Another committee will report on the
city’s water supply; the underground la-
vatory will not be placed where origin-
ally determined; better street railway
accommodation the Engineer must re-
commend for the northwest portion of
the city: old cedar blocks received a re-
spite from cremation; the Grand Trunk
Railway Company must protect the pub-
lic at Brock-street wharf, and —Street
Commissioner Jones must give in detail
particulars of wages and length of ser-
vice of every man employed by him.

The City's Water Snpply.

On the proposal of the Georgian Bay
‘Aqueduct Company to supply the city
with water for 50 years on certain terms,
amongst which are assuming the city’s
debt, Chairman’ Lamb said: “This is a
kind of crazy proposition to hand over
city property to a company we only
know too well. (Laughter.) So lox}g as
Toronto's credit is as good as it is we
will not allow another company to as-
sume our liabilities.

Ald. Leslie did not agree with the
chairman. “I know,”’ said he, “there
i8 a certain antipathy against this com-
pany——"

The' Chairman: “Not but
lack of confidence.”

Ald. Leslie: “I say antipathy. The
sweets of office and patronage prevent
cowsideration of the proposal. The city’s
interests are not considered. The city
cannot possibly lose under these terms.
He moved that the proposal be sent to
& sub-committee, adding that he had
personaily no connection with the Geoy-
gian Bay Company, having just resigned
88 a director-and subsequently as ac-
countant to the company. D
Ald. Bates averred that a majority of
the citizens are tired of the present
Wwaterworks system.

The Chairman: That is a reflection up-
ou ourselves. (Laughter.)

Ald. Bates: Our waterworks are not
ih a safe position. The City Engineer is
always calling for money. I endorse the
Proposition of the Georgian Bay Com-
pany,

The Chairman: Thcen you prefer a wa-
ter supply by a privatc company rather
than by the city ?

Ald. Bates: Yes, 1 do. :

Ald Sheppard objected to the city

bt being invoived in a water supply

Question. :

Ald. Leslie added that the company’s
Proposal would .do away with the two
million dollar trunk-sewer business. The
aldermay conciuded by woving that the
Proposal be referrcd to this sub-commit-
tee: Ald. Lamb, Dates,*Sheppard, J. J.
Graham and Leslie.

Ald. Sheppard said he had no-objection
to a cpmmittee to consider a water sup-
Ply in all its bearings, but mot in regard
to the city debt.

The Chairman said the proposal before
the committee was a purc matter of fin-
ance and should be referred to the Execu-
tive Committec. He ruled Ald. Leslie’s
motion out of order,

Ald. Lesiie vigoronsly protested against
“thr chairman's ruling.

. On a vote the chairwan was sustained
&xy Al. J. J. Graham, Allen, Sheppard,

The Underground Lavatery,

A. Hoskin, QC.,, on behalf of Rice
Lewis & Co., alleged a serious deprecia-
tion of their property should the under-
ground lavatory be erected in Vietoria-
street adjacent to their property.

Mr. Robert Jaffray alleged that pro-
perty would be reduced in vaJue one-half
by this erection.

The Chairman considered the objections
more imaginary than practical.

The
city did not receive one dollar revenue
from this property and hence there was
less reason for their being taken into con-
sideration.

Ald Bates suggesled west side of Mar-
ket-square and Aid. Gowanlock Torounto-
street, opposite Ccurt-street.

Ultimately this committee was appojnt-
ed to recommend n site other than
Victoria-street: Ald. Oliver, Hubbard,
Sheppard and Saunders, The contracts
have already been let. :

Street Raillway Service in the Northwest.

A deputation consisting of Michael Ry-
an, George Parker and others of Wards
6 and 6 addressed the committee for bet- |
ter street railway accommodation in the
northwestern part of ‘the city. Their
prayer was supported by Ald. Gowan-
lock, Hubbard and Qliver, The Engineer
was® instructed to récommepd a better
service at the next meeting of the com-
mittee,

Ald. J. J. Grabham moved that the Chair-
man, Aid. Bell, Oliver and Gowanlock con-
sider a plan whereby civic estimates be
submitted early in the year so that city |
work be doune in the spring and not, as'
at present, largely in the fall. The al-
derman said there is so much red tape
and form that at the time of the Exhi-
tion, when the city is full of visitorsi/
streets are being torn up and work |
being done which should have been cor-
pleted months earlier. J

Ald. Crane said the fault was with/the
citigens, who never petitioned for/ new
sidewalks and pavements in the winter.

The Chairman justified the department
in its present course. 4

Ald. Bheppard said if ke fwere an un-
dertaker he shonld faver refention of the
decayed Dbloeks. |
Ald. Gowanlock was amonfrst the objec-
tors.

Ald. Bell moved that the «¢lause be
struck out. This was done/ Ald. Sheppard
being the only dissentient,
Cherry-street Bridge.
The committee reparted; that the ten-
vears’ contract with the Toronto Street
Railway for the removal ¢f material col-
lected by the Street Congmissioners’ De-
partment had been signed. A sum of
$5000 was placed in the/street .cleamug
appropriation for the cgnstruction of a
street railway track in Sumach-street to
connect with Ashbridge’s Bay ; but with-
out a bridge at Cherry-street the track
could not be used to advantage. The
committee therefore [recommended that
the $5000 be transfejred to the Cherry-
street bridge account, and that the City
Engineer be allowedl to advertise for ten-
ders for the bridge.
On discussion the chairman and Ald.
Allen were the gmly supporters of pros
ceeding with the bridge.
