JOFFE AGREES TO 
ALL POLISH TERMS

Armistice Between Reds and 
Poles Is Being Concluded.

SIGN ON FRIDAYTO

Lithuanian - Polish Situation 
Seems To Be More Acute.

RIGA. Oct. 6.—(Associated Press 
Cable)—The Russo-Pollsh armistice ne­
gotiations are being rushed to a speedy 
conclusion, but the Lithuanian-Polish 
situation seems meanwhile to have be­
come more acute.

The Polish official statement received 
this morning reports severe fighting 
with attacking Lithuanian divisions in 
the vicinity of Orany, about midway be­
tween Grodno and Vilna. and adds: 
"It Is stated that Lithuanian troops are 
fighting alongside Bolshevik troops."

According to present plans, which are 
not definitely settled, however, the 
armistice between Soviet Russia and 
Poland and the preliminary peace 
treaty will be signed at a public plenary 
session of the peace conference next 
Friday, October 8.

It was said this morning at the head­
quarters of the Polish delegation that 
M. Joffe, head of the Russian mission, 
had accepted virtually as a whole the 
Polish peace draft based on the 11 
points framed by the Riga delegation 
and made public at the beginning of 
the Riga conference. These, it is stated, 
have been approved at Warsaw, but 
have not yet been formally presented to 
the Soviet delegation.
IMMENSE CAPTURES.

The Polish official communication re­
ceived yesterday by the peace delegates 
says that during the past week the 
Poled have taken 52,000 prisoners, 180 
guns, 1,100 machine guns, seven armor­
ed trains. 28 locomotives and much 
other material.
