" Oriental Manuscripts.

A UOLLECTION WHICH THROWS LIGHT ON Bl-
BLICAL MATTERS,

‘I'he tru:tees of the British Museum
Liave just acquired a most important
collection of Oriental manuscripts, con-
gisting of 138 volumes, more or less
fragmentary. They contain Arabic
cowmentaries of the Bivle, with the
Hebrew text written by Karaite Jews;
liturgies and hymns, both of the Kara-
ites and the Rabbinic Jews; Karaite
polemical treatises, and grammatioal,
fexicographical and philosophical trea-
tises. Among the commentaries with
the Hebrew text are some of the high-
est importance, ranking among the old-
est Arabic manuscripts hithero known.
They date back to A. D, 959, A. D. 1004,
A: D, 1045, The British Museum has
hitherto possessed only one manuscript
of this kind, which had the date cor
respondirg to A, D. 1007. These early
manuscripts are of the greatest interest
to Biblical students in showing the
cause of the law laid down in the Tal-
mud, ‘ that the sacred Scriptures must
not be written in any other thun the
tquare Hebrew characters,’ and demon-
&trate for the first time that the Jews
were in the habit of writing the Scrip~
tures in other characters. Another
point of extreme interest, which they
confirm, is the fact that though the
commentaries werd written in Arabio
they contain large quotations from
Anan's commentaries in Aramaic, thus
proving beyond doubt that Anan, the
founder of the Karaites, wrotein Ara-
mic, the language spoken in Palestine
in tbe time of Christ. It is now claimed
that the British Museum has the most
valuable manuscripts of the Old Testa-
ment in existence. The Jewish Persian
manuscripts have recently been added
to the collection. ;
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Immensity of London.

Of all the great cities, London, on the
whole, contains the most to interest
and instruct Americans, It has doubled
in population in the memory of men
still young. Most readers remember
when Macaulay’s history appeared. In
the first volume the author contrasted
the grandeur of the modern city with
the London of Charles 11., and boasted
that the number of inhabitants had in-
creased from little more than 5,000 to
at least 1,900,000. In the brief time
that has passed since Macualay wrote,
the 1,900,000 has become 4,000,000. A
few contrasts taken from the best es-
timates will give some suggestions of
the immense magnitude of the city. It
is aptly described as a province covered
with houses. New York is equal in
population to the aggregate of Maine,
New Hampshire, Vermont, Rhode Is-
jand, Connecticut, Massachusetts and
California all together., To equal the
city of London here, we should have to
bring the peaple of the following cities:
New York, Philudelphia, Brooklyn, St.
Louis, Chieago, Boston, Baltimore, Cin-
cinnatti, New Orleans, Buffalo, San
Francisco, \Washington and Louisville.
The transient yeople in New York are
about 30,000; in London, 160,000. In
New York a baby is born every fifteen
minules, and a death occurs every
seventeen minutes. In London a birth
occurs every six minutes, and a death|
every eighth. The drinking places in
New York set in one street would ex-
tend seventeen miles; those in London,
73 miles.

The dairy requires, in fact, scrupul-
ous care in every department, It is a
delicate industry. And the care must
begin with the cow. It is not enough,
to have a good cow and to feed and
water her properly. She must in fact
be made a pet of. That description of
her treatment is the very best that can
be made. In handling her, it should
be done as if she were & frail, delicate
thing, liable to injury from the slight.
est touch or unkind word. Remember-
ing her e , she
ought never to be frightened, indeed
not any more than a considerate person
would frighten a child, which a consid-
erate person would never do. Nothing
is capable of vexing us more than to
see a dog playfully tormenting a cow.
The reader has often seen it. The dog
enjoys the sport, but the cow does not,
and if it were our dog, and there was
no other way to stop the annoyance, we
would make a target of himy. The man-
ner in which the cows are treated in
going to and from the pasture, and
often in milking, is nothing short of
brutality. They are hurried, screamed
at, swore at, and sometimes clubbed,
while the officious dog is on hand to
add his voice to the distracting medley,
The system of the animal is all shaken
up, the nerves all unstrung, and reason
must dictate that the milk must suffer
injury. The cow that is treated as if
she were a valuable friend that has
notbing to fear, and that knows she has
a friend in one who has the care of her,
will do the very best she can, and actu-
ally appear to try to do it. Animals
may not know as much as we somew
times give them the credit of knowing,
and their apparent extra effort to re-
pay kindness, may be in no way the
part of intelligence, but they do appear
s)metimes to exert themselves as a
special recoguition of kindness. Pers
haps this often may be true of the
horse, but the cow appreciates kind-
ness as much as any other animal, and
in the midst of the quiet that results
from kind treatment, she does much
better than she otherwise would whe«
ther she tries or not.

We often see the feeding
of roots argued from an English stand-
point, but many things in this country
in an agricultural point are quite differ-
ent. Nevertheless, there is no question
of the value and economy of feeding
roots in this country to a larger extent
than is done at present. Probably the
most easily raised, most productive and
most profitable root crop for us to raise,

which grow very large and yield 800 to
1,000 bushels to thé acre, if the land is
well manured and thoroughly tilled.
The best way to grow them is to let
them follow some deeply worked, high-
ly manured crop, on thoroughly good
land, putting on no manure the year
the beets are grown. There will then
be few weeds to trouble, which is often
the plague of root culture.— Maritime
Farmer.

Use or tae WiLLow.—The willow is
seldom looked upon as good for any-
thing else but fuel, yet it possesses
wood of much value for other purposes.
In England, where it is often sixty or
seventy feet high in twenty years, there
is no wood in greater. demand than
good willow. It is light, very tough,
soft, and takes a good finish, and will
bear more pounding and knocks than
any other wood grown there, and hence
its use for cricket bats, for floats ‘to
paddle wheels to steamers and brake
blocks to cars.
