Another of the Standard-Bearers Passes
Away.

Mr. Simeon Daniels, of Paradise West,
died at his home, April 28th, 1893, aged
eighty-three. He was born at Lawrence-
town, N. 8. in 1810. In 1837 bhe married
Caroline Thorpe, of Kings county, and set-
tled on a farm near his old home, where he
lived until 1855, when he removed to Para-
dise West, where he continued to reside un-
til his death. Being a man of sober and in-
dustrious habits and of great strength of
character he realized a good degree of tem-
poral prosperity throwghout his life. He
was always regarded in the community as a
good neighbor, was highly esteemed for his
integrity and hospitality, and was particu-
larly kind to the poor. He was the
subject of many severe trials, particularly
in the death of a number of his family.
In September, 1858, his daugbter Rebecca
died, aged eighteen years. This heavy
stroke was quickly followed in Decem-
ber of the same year by another hard to
be born,—the death of Mrs. Daniels. I'hese
afflictions he bore with remarkable fortitude;
but he had yet to drink of the cup of sorrow,
for in December of 1863 his youngest daugh-
ter, Harriet, sickened and died, and in Sep-
tember, 1871, his only surviving daughter,
Susan (Mrs. Messenger), after a lingering
illness passed away; and as with almost
broken heart he saw her remains laid in the
grave, he said: ““ The will of the Lord be
done.” His orphan sons found in him a
faithful guardian, and he in them comfort
in his declining years. His last bereave-
ment in his family was the death of his son,
Mr. Caswell Daniels, a young man of more
than ordinary promise. He graduated at
Acadia College with the class of 1869, after-
wards studied law, and was admitted to the
bar in 1872. His death occarred in 1876,
when only twenty-nive years of age. 'In
1860 he married his second wife, Sarah Cut-
ten. This union was a happy one. She sur-
vives him. The most conspicuous thing in
Mr. Daniels’ life was his religion. He held
the Baptist faith and was baptized into the
fellowship of the Nictanx church by the
Rev. [. E. Bill, D. 1., in the first year of
his ministry, 1820. In 1827 he removed his
membership to the Wilmot church, of which
he continned a consistent member until his
death. His house was a home for the min-
isters. He always fully sympathized with
the pastor in his work, and interested him-
self to know that his wants were supplied.
His brethren trasted him to the utmost, for
they kuew that the interests of the charch
held the chief place in his heart. His pre-
sence in the prayer and social meetings,
from which he was seldom absent, was al-
ways a benediction. His utterances always
gave evidence of an inward sense of his own
unworthiness and of the magnitude of divine
grace.. He died as he lived, trusting in God.
A large number attended the funeral. Ap-
propriate services were conducted by his pas-
tor, Rev. R. B Kinley and Rev. J. T. Eaton,
who had been. his pastor for five years, and
who spoke appropriate and comforting words
to the mourners and congregation, compar-
ing him to good Old Simeon of old, and said
voey-sadreceived the blessing of a godly
life that had ended in a triumphant
death. Anun aged and fechle widow, one son,
six grand children, three great-grand-chil-
dren and many friends mourn their loss.

This Company was created by special ‘Act
of the Parliament of Nova Scotia to build &
railway from Annapolis, to Shelburne, and
with the power to construct a number of
branches. At the last Session of Parliament
however, the company obtained an amend-
ment to its charter, authorizing it to build
from Shelburne to Halifux, and retaining also
the power to build to Annapolis and the
other branches; thus providing for a line
‘serving the entire southern portion of Nova
Scotia and connecting at Halifax with the
Iutercolonial, Canadian Pacific, and Grand
Trank Railway.

Shelburne is claimed to be the finest har-
boron the Atlantic coast of America, and it
only requires railway connection to make
it an important town, probably second only
to Halifax. Nova Scotia exchanges a large
amount of business with Boston and New
York, The Gold Mines in Queens County
on the line of the proposed railway are
largely operated by American capital, and
the steamers connecting the two countries
carry on an average more than one hundred
passengers a day during a large portion of
the year. The steamers now run from Bos-
ton to Yarmouth in order to connect with
the Western Counties Railway, terminating
there; butas there is ne harbor at Yarmouth,
and it is situated on the Bay of Fundy,
where the tides rises and falls nearly fifty
feet, steamers goin* there encoanter the
dangerous tides and fogs, which they would
entirely avoid by going to Shelburne, where
the rise and fall of the tides does not exceed
four feet, and the line on the completion of
the proposed railway will Jbe much shorter
from Boston to Halifax than at present.

Between Shelburne and the Gold Mines of
Qaeens County the road will run for a num-
ber of miles through forests of timber, where
saw mills will furnish an extensive traffic,
lumber being in constant demand for ship-
ment to West Indies, Cuba and South
Amerita.

Someidea of the local traffic in freight and
})useng\rs on the proposed line may be had

rom thefact, that it is a conmom thing to
meet from thirty fo forty waggons hauling
in goods from the seaports to the mining
towns in the interior, that will be served by
the A. & A, R'y.

The necessity for this railway is so great,
<hat Parlisment has forever exempted it
from taxation and authorized each county
through whieh it will pass to furnish the
Company the entire right of way at the ex-
pense of the eounties, and without cost to
the Railway Company; and the province of
Nova Scotia and the Dominion of Canada
each propose to donate $3,200 per wmile,
making a total of $6,400 per mile, payable as
each ten mile section is completed. The
Parliament of the Dominion of Canada on
the 4th of July, 1892, voted $240,000 to this
company for the first seventy-five miles and
will vote for additional portions of the line
as fast as required by the company, and the
Parliament of Nova Scotia has passed an act
authorizing the Governor in Council to give
that Company $3,200 a mile for the whole
line.

The Company proposes at present to con-
struct a line from Shelburne to a juoction
with the Nova Scotia Central Railway, and
it is expected that the traffic from this por-
tion will produce a net revenue of a least
$500 per mile the first year, which will pay
the interest upon the proposed issue of ten
thousands dollars) per mile of bonds; and
traffic should thereafter constantly incre
as the local ind astries along the line are oa-
veloped. i

The soil in the valleys which will be ti-
versed by the railway. is rich and fertie,
producing not only all the ordinary agricul-
tural products, but also all the fruits of
Temperate Zones.

The climate is remarkable healthy,
rigour | being modified by the insular
character of the Province (being bound
on the north and west by the Bay of
Fundy, and on the soath and east by the
Atlantic Ocean) and by the influence of the
Gulf Stream. The deep snows and extreme
cold of other portions of Canada are unknowu
in Nova Scotia.
