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—The court of enquiry appointed to in-
vestigate the collision between the iron ship
Cromartyshire and the steamer Bourgogne
have placed the blame all on the officers of
the steamer, which was running at a danger-
pusly high rate of speed through a thick
fog. The finding of the court, however,
will be but poor satisfaction to those who
mourn the loss of relatives and friends
whose death resulted from the collision.
Nor, indeed, will it satisfy the vast army of
ocean travellers that reasonable precautions
will be taken to ensure their safety in future
voyages. Criminal carelessness probably
caused the accident, and has caused many
other similar ones, and the great question
how to stop repetitions. In these days,
when the great ocean highways are dotted
with steam and sailing craft, something like
the precision and inflexible rules regulating
the conduct of the overland railways must
be observed, to avoid frequent disaster.
There is no doubt that the recent terrible
oollision will result in the great maritime
powers being moved to frame more stringent
rules of navigation, the violation of which
will entail severe punishment. It is only
then that spe:d will be sacrificed for safety
by the ocean steamship companies whose
passenger traffic, apparently, depends largely
upon the speed of their boats.

~The terms of peace as formulated by
the government at Washington are intended
to deprive Spain of all her possessions in the
Eastern hemisphere, and, while a monetary
ind ity is not mentioned, the United
States can afford to waive any such claim if
Porto Rico becomes American territory.
Spain will lose two valuable sources of in-
come, but Spanish creditors, France in par-
tienlar, stand to lose valuable securities, for
loans advanced, and to them the loss will be
even greater than to the nation that, in
mortgaging her possessions, has already re-
alized almost their full value. The islands
bave been a great incumbrance on account
of the enormous expenses entailed in keep-
ing the native population under subjection,
and now, if given up, the transaction repre-
sents the wiping out of a large part of the
Spanish national debt, for which their rev-
enues were given as security, as well as the
vessation of a heavy war expense that, if the
United States had not interfered, might
have been carried on for years. Spain’s
greatest loss will be in the destruction of her
fleet ; but even this may work to her advan-
tage if her people will elect a ministry who,
acknowledging that Hispania is zo longer a
military and naval power, will turn their
attention to the peaceful development of
their country and its commerce.

~The death of Bismarck removes another
great statesman of the century, one whose
fame, previous to his retirement from active
« political life a few years ago, was world wide.
Famous though he was, he lacked popularity
with his people, and in this respect was in
marked contrast to his great English con-
temporary Gladstone. Stern and rugged,
and an advocate of the extremest absolatism,
he earned his title, *‘ The Iron Chancellor.”
A zeal for the aggrandizement of the empire
was a predominant characteristic of the man
and to this end his political life was devoted.
The means to the end were not always con-
scientiously considered and many of his great
acts in conuection with the military system
of his country have never borne the endorse-
ment of his countrymen. It was through
his efforts that Germany to-day occupies her
high rank as a military power, and while the
nation did not love him, they must be proud
of him.

—The war revenue act now in force in the
United States is proving wonderfully effect-
ive in increasing the national income to
offset the heavy expenditure on current war
account. During the first fifteen business
days of July the revenue from the tax aver-
aged $1,850,000 per day. The promoters
builded better than they knew, for at the
present rate the tax will produce many
times the amount the framers expected to
obtain. There is no need for an empty
treasury in a country where the revenaes are
so elastic, and the United States treasury
benches must look like ideal seats to those
unfortunate national financiers who find,
that with revenue sources taxed to their
utmost capacity, the income is inadequate
to meet the expenditure and yearly deficits

add to the burden of a national debt.
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~The coming Conference at Quebec, be-
tween representatives of Great Britain, the
United States, Newfoundland and Canada,
will be a gathering of able diplomats and
should be productive of vastly improved
oial relations bet the countries
represented. Lord Herschell, the represent-
ative of Great Britain, is one of her ablest
jurists and statesmen, and the personnel of
the American delegation shows also that the
meeting is regarded at Washington as one of
the utmost importance. We hope that it
will result in the straightening of the tangled
and vexed international complications that
now exist between Canada and the United
States, aud pave the way for a commercial
treaty more advantageous to each country
than the system of retaliatory laws now in
effect.
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—The late crop bulletins issued by the
government indicate that the outlook for the
agricultural year 1898 in this province is, on
the whole, satisfactory. The hay crop is an
abundant one, being 8 per cent. above a full
average crop on uplands, six per cent. on
improved dykelands, and four per cent. on
intervales. The large hay crop of last year
has told already, as the returns show that
in many districts there has been an increase
in beef and dairy stock. The potato crop
promises to be slightly above a full average,
and roots generally promise well, With suit-
itable weather the oat and other grain crops
will be better than usual. There is quite a
notable increase in the acreage devoted to
wheat in recent years.
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—Canada’s new preferential tariff went
into effect last Monday and there was a
great scurrying among importers to get their
fall orders of German und Belgian goods
landed before the increase of duty. The
new tariff was framed to promote trade with
Great Britain and her colonies, and no doubt
it will do this effectively since a discrimin.
ating duty of twenty five per cent. will
practically destroy trade with those coun-
tries which do not come within the prefer-
ential tariff limit. This isa Canadian move
in favor of a united empire—a Greater
Britain—and there are few objections raised
to the new regulations.

Consecration of the New Episcopal Church
at Dalhousie West.

The first service was held in this church
on Sunday, the 24th of July, the Rev.
(Rural Dean) de Blois, M. A., rector of the
parish, officiating. The building was filled
by enthusiastic worshippers, a number com-
ing from adjacent towns to join the good
peop'e of the district in offering thanks and
praisivg God for his mercies and blessings
upon the good work so speedily and happily
accomplished by them. The incomparable
liturgy of the Church of England was ren-
dered on this occasion by priest and people
most heartily and effectively.

Worship, redemption holiness— the objects
fcr which Christ founded His Church—
seemed fully realized by the congregation.
The processional hymn was, ‘‘ The Son of
God goes forth to war.” A new organ was
placed in the church by Messrs. Munroe and
Buckler, for the occasion, which was ably
manipulated by Miss Marion J. Morse and
Miss Kate Legge, members of St. James’
choir, Bridgetown, who, with others from
Round Hill, kindly assisted- the local choir
in the singing.

The Rector chose for his text the well-
known verse of Scripture, ‘‘ But the Lord is
in His Holy Temple ; let all the earth keep
silence before Him.” The subject was made
a most telling one and was listened to
throughout with profound attention.

The offertory amounted to nearly $40,
after which the Rector read the petition for
the consecration of the old church, in 1836.
This was signed by Rev. Edwin Gilpin,
missionary, and others—William Dargie,
Eeq., of Dalhousie, being the only surviving
lay signer to this most interesting old docu-
ment.

Oa Friday, the 29ch of July, following the
opening, the Right Rev. Frederick Court-
ney, Bishop of Nova Scotia, visited this
church, to consecrate it. A large congre-
gation were in attendance. His Lordship ap-
proached the west door, being met by the
rector, wardens and petitioners. The peti-
tion for consecration having been read, and
stating among other things that the church
was free from any legal debt, was accepted,
and the Bishop proceeded to consecrate.
Proceeding to the chancel, the 24th Psalm
was read, followed by prayers at different
staions in the church, after which His Lord
ship was pleased to direct his mandate of
consecration to be read, the building being
separated from all secular and profane uses
and dedicated to the worship of Almighty
God forever. The Bishop then administered
the Apostolic rite of confirmation to a
numerous class of young candidates. His
address was made from the first verse of the
122ad Psalm. Bishop Courtney’s addresscs
are inspiring. It was particularly bappy on
this occasion, holding his audience spell-
bound from first to last of his discourse.

The music at this service was accompanied
on the organ by Miss Gibson, daughter of
Mr. William Gibson.

The new church is a unique and commodi-
ous building, consisting of nave, chancel and
robing room, finished in spruce ; open roof,
supported by trussed beams, and handsome
tower over the entrance door. The design
whichcaps the tower isan artistic and appro
priatepieceof ironwork, manufactured by Mr.
Buckler, of Annapolis. The structure is de-
cidedly church-like ahd reflects much credit
on the builders, Messrs. Marshall and Tur
ner. The conmstruction throughout shows
most conscientious work. The furnishings
and memorials would do credit to any of our
more pretentious churchee. The font is of
free-stone, supported on four pillars which
rest on a base of hard wood, the whole be-
ing surmounted by an artistic cover designed
and made by Mr. Turner. The font is in
memory of the late Sarah A. Gibson, pre
sented by her daughter, Miss E. Gibson.

The lectern is made of quartered oak and
was designed and made by Mr. Albert
Wade, in the factory of Curry Bros. & Bent,
Bridgetown., The reading desk is by Mr.
Chas. Dargie, of Annapolis. A pulpit by
Mr. Bishop, of Aunapolis, will be put in
later. A rich altar cloth and a stained
glass (east) window have been put in by Miss
Cuatler and Mrs. Gray, the widow of the
late Rev. Walter Gray, who so long and
faithfully ministered to the spiritna! nesds
of the good people of Dalhousie, and whose
memory is affectionately cherished by them.

Strawberry Shipments to Halifax.

Halifax, July 28 —The strawberry season
has been over for some days, but it is inter-
esting to mote the fact that the receipts in
this city were considerably less than last
season. In 1897 over 7000 crates were re-
ceived. This year the amount was 5,758
crates. But this reduction in quantily was
morethancompensated for by the better prices
obtained. The berries this year averaged
from 84 to 9 cents per box wholesale. The
berries arriving by the I. C. R. are later
than those from the Annapolis Valley and
they are better.
