ernment up to a very short time
ago was supposed to be a.very
satisfactory one, but now that the
half-breeds have induced so many
of them to go on the war path there
are plenty of white men ready to
blame the Gavornment. for follow-
ing a course which up to the mo-
ment of Riel’s outbreak had been
deemed by men of all part es the
Best that could be devised. The
civilization of our Indians has been
attempted for a century and more,
and yet they seem as far removed
from it as ever,and to-day the Gov-

ernment find themselves compellzd
to care and provide for about

30,000 adult infants, wise enough
as far as advantages from their own
point of view are conceined, but at
the same time childish and suspici-
cious to a degree. Still the fact
remains that the coming onto these
Plains and into this Northwest
country of the white man has de-
stroyed the Indian’s mode of liveli-
hood, he no longer finds the game
to live upon, that urtil recently af:
forded him the means of co living,
and then even the fuel he depinded
on to warm his tepee is being used .

Some means
better than we have yet had must
be.devised by which the Indian
trines will be more positively pro-
vided for than at present, a schemc
must be hit upon which will vorle

the Indian will get the bencfit of
everything intended to begiven him
by the Guvernment, and will at the
sa.ne time feel that he can depend
upon getting cveryth.ng promised
lim at certain times and scasons.
I'o us it appears. that the present
systemn of tarm instructors is defec-
uve. Expecting the Indian to be
a steady laboring man, is simply
ridiculous, they cannot and will not
become such for a century.  Look
at the Caughnawaga, St. Rejis,
Moravian Indians in
Ontario, they certainly are not
laboreus, and if - not, how
far from Being €o must the North-
west Indian be? To usit would
scem inevitable that the Govern,
ment will have to provile for the
wants of all Indians for the next
quaiter of a century.at least. Wht
that provision is to be is a matter
for carnest consideration.
