76 0 30 N., at the
licaulo afaii'sBfay,-aneo a avry small tribu inhabiting thet
locality, andi isolatcd from the tcst of tiie wvorld. Tbcy are the
necarest inhabitants ta the North Pale, ai present known ta, be in
existence: hoe was placed, by a voluntary act an lus aun part,
on board Her Majesty's ship'1 Assistance,' under rny comnmand,
for the purpose of beirug uselsul ini aur suutrch for -the raissitig
Expedition ndeiSir John Franklin.
