A FEW FACTS ABOUT BRITISH COLUMBIA.

British Columbia is entering upon an era of great prosperity. Fully §3,000,000 are expended upon
public works annually.  Thousands of men are employed on the construction of the Canadian Pacifie Rail-
way. .\ railway along the eastern const of Vancouver Island is almost certain to be under construction
soon. A large ‘graving dock is being made at Esquimalt. The provineinl industries arve flourishing.
Trade is =ound, and exports and imports are annually inereasing.

LABOR IS MUCIH WANTED.

The railway works and many of the provincial industries are hampered by want of Jabor. Every nian
and woman able aud willing to work eau find employment. Wages are high. Board and clothing are
reasonable.  Domestie servants are wanted.  The supply of pmfessimzal men, clerks and shopmen is per-
haps sufficient. .

CLIATATE, CROPS AXD FRUTT

The elimate is the best in Awmerica—-serene and invigorating— its varieties ranging from the climate -
of the South of England to that of a large portion of France. The M:m}uis of Lorne, Governor-General of
Canada, says respecting it: «No words can be oo strong to ecpress the charm of this delightful land.”

MINING.

The fisheries are houndless, and, although comparatively untonched, already yield about $2,000,000 =
year for export alone. Food fish ean be had almost any where for the taking.
TIMBER.
dritish Columbia bas the most extensive and valuable forests in North America, and although this
industry is yet in its infaney, the annual produet of manufactured hunber is about 30,000,000 feet.
SCHOOLS AND CIHIURCHES.

A free public school is placed within the reach of every child in the proviuee, aud high schools and
colleges are to be found in the centers of pnpu]::ti(m. No state church, no tithes, but a fair su%ply of
churches thronghont the country, including the Anglican, Roman Cotholic, Presbyterian and Methodist.

POLITICAL AND MUNICIPAL SYSTEM.

The political system is as free as man can desire—{ull self govermment, and citizenship easy of attain-
ment by aliens.  Any settlement of not less than thirty houscholders may form themselves into a muniei-
pality and manage their own local affairs,

ADMISTRATION OF JUSTICE.

Law aud order prevail to a high degree, and justice is firmly aud fairly adninistered.  Petit jurors

are poid from S1.50 to $2.00 a day for every day they attend, and witnesses are well paid.
MAIL COMMUNICATION.

Three or four mails # week reach the provinee from abroad, and the interior mail service is for the
wmaost pact liberal,
THE LAND SYSTEM.

British Columbia possesses one of the most liberal Jand systems in the world. Crown lands can be pre-
empted or purchased at one dollar (four English shillings) an acre. on easy terms of payment, and the set-
tler ean have his homestead to the value of §23500, and persounl property to the value of $500, registered
and thereby effectually sceured against all creditors. )

ALL ARE WELCOME.

Ewmigrants from every civilized country are cordially welcomed to this “glorious provinee” (vide Lord
Dufferin’s speech).  Aliens can purclmsc Crown lands and hold and convey real estate with every freedom.
Alicns ean be naturalized after one year's residence, and thereafter enjoy all the rights of citizenship. Tax-
ation is light and the utmost freedom compatible with law and order is enjoyed. ‘
