Eorror Jouanar, or EnvcarioN:—Within the
mt!ew years there hat been a reduetion mado by

srnment in the amount cxpendxl for olucation.

Our predecessors
have reared a splendid aystem of common cducation
‘Woahould complete it by enl<.zing it so that our
ruplls would be tully cq|l|ppcd for tha pursuits of
ife. Coset may bo urxed, but It*ink as lonz as
money mnbo found for other pUrposes, snch ne
Yridges and railways, £nd agricultural socictics, it
flould bo ralsed to complete our system of educa
on,
